The Pre-Existent Word 

In [the] beginning [Ge 1:1] 

 was 

  the Word, and

All things were made [Ge 1:31] 

 through Him, and 

 without Him 

nothing was made 

 that  was made.

Dedication of Luke’s Gospel Account 

1:1 ¶  Inasmuch as many have taken in 

hand to set in order a narrative of those 

things that have been fulfilled among 

us,  2  just as those who from [the] be-

ginning were eyewitnesses and minis-

ters of the word delivered them to us, 3  

it seemed good to me also, having had 

complete [perfect] understanding of all 

things from the very first, to write to you 

an orderly account [but not necessari-

ly fully chronological], most excellent 

[hence, likely a Roman official] 

Theophilus [“God lover”],  4  that you 

may know the certainty of those things 

in which you were instructed. 

 

Prediction of John the Baptist’s Birth  

   6 BC (3999 AB) 

5 ¶  There was in the days of Herod 

[“heroic”], the king of Judea [under 

Roman rule], a certain [Aaronic] priest 

named Zacharias [“YHWH-remembered”], 

of the division of Abijah [“YHWH is my 

father”].  His wife was of the daughters 

of Aaron [“light-bringer”], and her 

name was Elizabeth [“oath of God”].  

6  And they were both righteous before 

God, walking in all the commandments 

and ordinances of the Lord [i.e., YHWH] 

blameless.  7  But they had no child, 

because Elizabeth was barren, and they 

were both well advanced in years.   8  

So it was, that while he was serving as 

priest before God in the order of his 

division,  9  according to the custom of 

the priesthood, his lot fell to burn 

incense when he went into the temple 

of the Lord [YHWH]. 10  And the whole 
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multitude of the people was praying 

outside at the hour of incense.  11  Then 

an angel of the Lord [YHWH] appeared 

to him, standing on the right side of the 

altar of incense.  12  And when Zacharias 

saw him, he was troubled, and fear fell 

upon him. 13  But the angel said to him, 

 “Do not be afraid, Zacharias, for your 

prayer is heard; and your wife Eliza-

beth will bear you a son, and you 

shall call his name John.  14  And you 

will have joy and gladness, and many 

will rejoice at his birth.  15  For he will 

be great

 in the sight of the Lord [YHWH], 

and shall drink neither wine nor strong 

drink
4
.  He will also be filled with the 

Holy Spirit, even from his mother’s 

womb.  16  And he will turn many of 

the children of Israel to the Lord [YHWH] 

their God.  17  He will also go before 

Him [the Lord their God, in Jesus] in 

the spirit and power of Elijah [“YHWH 

is my God”; Mt 11:14, Oct 2-3], to

the hearts of the fathers

Behold,

[AD26-30] before the coming of 

the great and awesome [dreadful] 

 day of YHWH.  6 

And he will turn 

the hearts of the fathers 

 to the children, And 

the hearts of the children 

 to their fathers [Abe et al?], 

Lest I come and strike  [Israel:] 

the land [earth] with a curse.” 

and the disobedient to the wisdom of 

the righteous [just], to make ready a 

people prepared for the Lord.”  18 

And Zacharias said to the angel, 

“How shall I know this? 

For I am an old man, and my wife is 

well advanced in years.”  19 

And the angel answered and said to him, 

“I am Gabriel [“God’s warrior/man”; 

Da 8:16, 9:21], who stands in the pres-

ence of God, and was sent to speak to 

you and bring you these glad tidings 

[good news].  20  But behold, you will 

be mute and not able to speak

 until 

the day these things take place, because 

you did not believe my words that 

will be fulfilled in their own time.”  21

 Like a visual aid (prophets in general),  

his muteness was emblematic of God be-

ing silent from Malachi to JtB, >400 years.  

Then Zacharias prophesied, indicating that 

prophecy was restored: God was speaking 

again.  Perhaps this was not a punishment, 

but an aid to Zacharais’ faith: “you don’t 

believe?  I’ll give you a sign.” 

And the people waited for Zacharias, 

and marveled that he lingered so long 

in the temple.  22  But when he came 

out, he could not speak to them; and 

they perceived that he had seen a vision 

in the temple, for he beckoned to them 

and remained speechless.  23  And so it 

was, as soon as the days of his service 

were completed [one week: ref?], that 

he departed to his own house.  24 

Now after those days his wife Eliza-

beth conceived; and she hid herself 

five [5] months, saying,  25 

“Thus the Lord has dealt with me, in 

the days when He looked on me, to 

take away my reproach among people.”

Jesus’ Conception Predicted   5 BC 

Matthew 1:18a ¶  Now the birth of 

Jesus Christ was as follows: 

26 ¶  Now in the sixth [6
th
] month the 

angel Gabriel was sent by God to a city 

of Galilee [“circuit”] named Nazareth 

[“the guarded one”: cf. Mt 2:23],  27  

to a virgin betrothed to a man whose 

name was Joseph [“let him add”], 

Matthew 1:18b  After His mother 

Mary was betrothed to Joseph, 

before they came together, 

of the house of David [“beloved”].  

The virgin’s name was Mary [Hebrew 

Miriam: “their rebellion”].  28  And 

having come in, the angel said to her, 

“Rejoice, highly favored one. 

The Lord [YHWH] is with you. 

Blessed are you among women!”  29 

But when she saw him, she was trou-

bled at his saying, and considered 

what manner of greeting this was.  30  

Then the angel said to her, 

“Do not be afraid, Mary, for you have 

found favor with God.  31  And behold, 

you will conceive in your womb and 

bring forth a Son [Mt 18:23-Is 7:14], 

and shall call His name Jesus.  32  He 

will be great, and will be called 

the Son of the Highest [idiom: God]; 

and the Lord [YHWH] God will give Him 

the throne of His father David 

[so Mary had to have been a descend-

ant of David].  33  And He will 

reign over the house of Jacob 

forever, and of His kingdom there 

will be no end [Ex 19:5; Is 9:7; Da 

2:44; 4:3,32,34; 6:26; 7:14,18,27].”  34 

Then Mary said to the angel, 

“How can this be, since I do not know 

a man?”  35 

And the angel answered and said to her, 

“The Holy Spirit will come upon you, 

and the power of the Highest will 

overshadow you; therefore, also, 

that Holy One 

who is to be born will be called 

the Son of God.  36 

Now indeed, Elizabeth your relative 

has also conceived a son in her old 

age; and this is now the sixth [6
th
] 

month for her who was called barren.  

37  For with God nothing will be im-

possible.”  38 

Then Mary said, [ YHWH] 

 “Behold the maidservant of the Lord! 

Let it be to me according to your word.” 

And the angel departed from her. 

Matthew 1:18c   she was found 

with child of the Holy Spirit. 
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Mary Visits Elizabeth   5 BC 

39 ¶  Now Mary arose in those days and 

went into the hill country with haste, 

to a city of Judah
6
,  40  and entered the 

house of Zacharias and greeted Eliza-

beth.  41  And it happened, when Eliz-

abeth heard the greeting of Mary, that 

the babe leaped in her womb; and 

Elizabeth was filled with the Holy 

Spirit.  42  Then she spoke out with a 

loud voice and said, 

“Blessed are you among women, and 

Blessed is the fruit of your womb!  43  

But why is this granted to me, that the 

mother of my Lord should come to me?  

44  For indeed, as soon as the voice of 

your greeting sounded in my ears, the 

babe leaped in my womb for joy.  45  

Blessed is she who believed, for there 

will be a fulfillment of those things 

that were told her from the Lord.”  46

And Mary said:  [“the magnificat”] 

“My soul magnifies the Lord,  47  And 

My spirit has rejoiced in 

God my Savior.

 Luke here uses “Judah”, the OT-Hebrew 

name, not “Judea”, the NT-Greek name.  

The old covenant corresponds to Elizabeth 

as an old, barren woman; the new covenant 

corresponds to Mary as young and virginal.   

Their sons:  JtB was the closing voice of 

the old covenant; Jesus was the new voice 

of the new covenant.  In Gal 4:24-26, Paul 

also uses two women to represent the two 

covenants (Sarah and Hagar). 

For He who is mighty 

has done great things for me, 

And holy is His name.  50 

And His mercy is on 

 those who fear Him 

From generation to generation.  51 

He has shown strength with His arm; 

He has scattered the proud 

in the imagination of their hearts. 52 

He has put down the mighty 

 from their thrones, 

And exalted the lowly.  53 

He has filled 

the hungry 

 with good things, And 

the rich 

He has sent away empty.  54 

He has helped His servant Israel, 

In remembrance of His mercy,  55 

As He spoke to our fathers, 

To Abraham and to his seed forever.” 

56   [Cf. 1 Sa 2 (Hannah’s statement)] 

And Mary remained with her about 

three [3] months [presumably nearly 

to the birth of John: v57; Elizabeth’s 

last trimester, Mary’s first?], and returned 

to her house. 

 

 

The Birth of John the Baptist   5 BC 

57 ¶  Now Elizabeth’s full time came for 

her to be delivered, and she brought 

forth a son.  58  When her neighbors and 

relatives heard how the Lord [YHWH] had 

shown great mercy to her, they rejoiced 

with her.  59  So it was, on the eighth [8
th
] 

day, that they came to circumcise the 

child; and they would have called him 

by the name of his father, Zacharias.  60  

His mother answered and said, 

“No; he shall be called John.”  61 

But they said to her, 

“There is no one among your relatives 

who is called by this name.”  62 

So they made signs to his father –– 

what he would have him called.  63  

And he asked for a writing tablet, and 

wrote, saying, 

“His name is John.” 

So they all marveled.  64  Immediately 

his mouth was opened and his tongue 

loosed, and he spoke, praising God.  65  

Then fear came on all who dwelt around 

them; and all these sayings were dis-

cussed throughout all the hill country 

of Judea.  66  And all those who heard 

them kept them in their hearts, saying, 

“What kind of child will this be?” 

And the hand of the Lord was with him.

 YHWH] 

67 ¶  Now his father Zacharias was filled 

with the Holy Spirit, and prophesied, 

saying:  68 

“Blessed is the Lord [YHWH] God of Israel, 

For He has visited and redeemed 

His people,  69 

And has raised up [Messiah:] 

a horn of salvation for us 

 In the house of 

His servant David,  70 

As He spoke by the mouth of 

His holy prophets, 

 Who have been 

  since the world began,  71 

That we should be saved 

from our enemies And 

from the hand of all who hate us, 72 

To perform the mercy promised to 

our fathers And 

To remember 

His holy covenant,  73 

The oath that He swore to 

our father Abraham:  74 

[Ge 15:13-14; Acts 7:6-7] 

To grant us that we, Being delivered 

from the hand of our enemies, 

Might serve Him without fear,  75 

In holiness and righteousness 

before Him all the days of our life.  76 

And you, child, will be called 

the prophet of the Highest; 

For you will go 

before the face of the Lord [YHWH] 

to prepare His ways,  77 

To give knowledge of salvation 

to His people 

By the remission of their sins,  78 

Through the tender mercy of our God, 

With which the Dayspring 

 [Daybreak: Is 61, Mal 4 

– new age of the Messiah] 

from on high has visited us; 79 

To give light to those who sit in 

darkness and 

the shadow of death [Cf. Is 9:1-2], 

To guide our feet into 

the way of peace.”  80

So the child grew and became strong 

in spirit, and was in the deserts till the 

day of his manifestation to Israel. 
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Jesus Comes into the World   5 BC 

[Audio: Mt Intro 1, 2, 3]   (4000 AB) 

Matthew 1:18-25a [Audio:  1:18-25] 

Joseph Learns Mary is With Child 

[v18 also appears above] 

18 ¶  Now the birth of Jesus Christ was 

as follows:  After His mother Mary 

was betrothed to Joseph, before they 

came together, she was found with child 

of the Holy Spirit [probably  about 3 

months: Lu 1:56].  

19  Then Joseph her husband, being a 

righteous [just] man, and not wanting 

to make her a public example, was 

minded to put her away secretly.  20  

But while he thought about these 

things, behold, an angel of the Lord 

appeared to him in a dream, saying, 

“Joseph, son [descendant] of David, 

do not be afraid to take to you Mary 

your wife, for that which is conceived 

in her is of the Holy Spirit.  21  And 

she will bring forth a Son, and you 

shall call His name Jesus [Hebrew 

Jeshua or Joshua: “YHWH is salva-

tion”], for He will save His people 

from their sins.”  22 

So all this was done that it might be 

fulfilled that was spoken by the Lord 

through the prophet, saying [Is 7:14]: 23 

“Behold, the virgin shall be with child, 

and bear a Son, and they shall call 

His name Immanuel”, 

(which [“Immanuel”] is translated, 

“God with us.”).  24 

Then Joseph, being aroused from sleep, 

did as the angel of the Lord [YHWH] 

commanded him and took to him his 

wife,  25a  and did not know her till she 

had brought forth her firstborn Son.

 [Mt is  reporting the events regarding 

Joseph (see above); Luke … Mary.] 

1 ¶  The book of the genealogy of 

Jesus Christ, 

the Son [descendant] of David, 

the Son [descendant] of Abraham:  2 

[From Abraham back to God is given 

in Lu 3:34b-38; leading numbers below 

count the members of three groups:] 

 

Group 1:  Abraham to David 

 1. Abraham begot Isaac, 

 2. Isaac begot Jacob, and 

 3. Jacob begot Judah and his brothers.3 

 4. Judah begot Perez and Zerah 

 by Tamar, [see Ru 4:18-22 re:] 

 5. Perez begot Hezron, and 

 6. Hezron begot Ram.  4 

 7. Ram begot Amminadab, 

 8. Amminadab begot Nahshon, and 

 9. Nahshon begot Salmon.  5 

10. Salmon begot Boaz by Rahab, 

11. Boaz begot Obed by Ruth, 

12. Obed begot Jesse,  6  and 

13. Jesse begot 

14. David the king. 

 [Matthew counts David twice: 

first as a patriarch, then as the 

first of a list of kings: see v.17] 

 

Group 2:  David to Josiah 

 1. David the king begot Solomon 

 by her who had been the wife 

 of Uriah.  7 

 2. Solomon begot Rehoboam, 

 3. Rehoboam begot Abijah, and 

 4. Abijah begot Asa.  8 

 5. Asa begot Jehoshaphat, 

 6. Jehoshaphat begot Joram, and 

 [Mt. omits Ahaziah (Jehoahaz) 

as illegitimate descendant of Om-

ri, who was not of the royal line: 

2Ki 8:26, 14:13 || 2Ch ...; he also 

omits Athaliah, the usurper queen, 

and J(eh)oash and Amaziah; cf. 

Kings of Judah.] 

 7. Joram begot Uzziah.  9 

 8. Uzziah begot Jotham, 

 9. Jotham begot Ahaz, and 

10. Ahaz begot Hezekiah.  10 

11. Hezekiah begot Manasseh, 

12. Manasseh begot Amon, and 

13. Amon begot Josiah.  11 

14. Josiah begot [adopted his grandson] 

Jeconiah and his [Jeconiah’s] 

brothers [but really his father and 

uncles] about the time [just before] 

they were carried away to Babylon. 

 

 12  And after they were brought to 

Babylon: 

 

Group 3:  Jeconiah to Jesus 

 1. Jeconiah begot Shealtiel, and 

 2. Shealtiel begot Zerubbabel.  13 

 3. Zerubbabel begot Abiud,

 5. Eliakim begot Azor.  14 

 6. Azor begot Zadok,

Three Groups, 41 Generations 

So all the generations 

from [Group 1] Abraham to David 

are fourteen [14] generations, 

from [Group 2] David 

until the captivity in Babylon 

 are fourteen [14] generations, and 

from [Group 3] the captivity in Babylon 

until the Christ 

 are fourteen [14] generations. 

 [But David is counted twice, so only 

41 generations total, with 3 omitted.]

23  Now Jesus Himself began His min-

[but that supposition was incorrect; 

it was Jesus through Mary who was 

“of Heli”, Jesus’ nearest male an-

cestor, his maternal grandfather: 

“the son” below is assumed by the 

translators, as indicated by italics] 

2Sa 7:12-14a || 1Ch 17:11-13a 

[God speaking to David, via Nathan, 

to be fulfilled in Solomon & Jesus]] 

When your days are fulfilled and 

you rest  with your fathers,

and I will establish the throne of his 

kingdom forever.  14  I will be his 

Father, and he shall be My son.

Jesus is Tempted by Satan 

4:1a,1:12,4:1 ¶  Then immediately Jesus, be-

ing filled with the Holy Spirit, returned 

from the Jordan and was led up by the 

Spirit into the wilderness.  1b,13a,2  And 

He was there in the wilderness for forty 

[40] days, being tempted by the devil, 

Satan, and was with the wild beasts.

You shall not tempt YHWH your

[“temptation”; also, ‘Meribah’]. 

Then the devil, taking Him up on an 

exceedingly high mountain, showed 

Him all the kingdoms of the world and 

all their glory in a moment of time.  9,-,6  

And the devil said to Him, 

“All this authority I will give You, and 

their glory; for this has been delivered 

to me, and I give it to whomever I 

wish.  9b,-,7  Therefore, if You will fall 

down and worship before me, all will 

be Yours.”  10,-,8 

And Jesus answered and said to him, 

“Away with you, Satan!  Get behind Me! 

For it is written, 

 ‘You shall 

worship YHWH your God, and 

Him only you shall serve.’”

Deuteronomy 6:13 

You shall 

fear    YHWH your God and 

serve Him, and shall 

take oaths in His name. 

Now when the devil had ended every 

temptation, he departed from Him 

until an opportune time.  11b,13b,-  And 

behold, the angels came and ministered 

to Him.

John’s Testimony 

19 ¶  Now this is the testimony of John, 

when the Jews sent priests and Levites 

from Jerusalem to ask him, 

“Who are you?”  20 

He confessed, and did not deny, but 

confessed, 

“I am not the Christ.”  21 

And they asked him, [cf. Lu 1:17] 

“What then? Are you Elijah?” 

He said, 

“I am not.”  [Cf. Mt 11:8-15 (1Co 2:14), Mt 17:10] 

 “Are you the Prophet?” 

De 18:15  YHWH your God will raise 

up for you a Prophet like me [Moses] 

from your midst, from your brethren.  

Him you shall hear, 

De 18:18  ‘I will raise up for them a 

Prophet like you from among their 

brethren, and will put My words in 

His mouth, and He shall speak to them 

all that I command Him. 

And he answered, 

“No.”  22 

Then they said to him, 

“Who are you, that we may give an 

answer to those who sent us? 

What do you say about yourself?”  23 

He said, [Cf. Mk 1:3a] 

“I am 

‘The voice of one crying 

in the wilderness: 

“Make straight the way of YHWH,”’ 

as the prophet Isaiah said.” 

Isa 40:3  The voice of one crying 

 in the wilderness: 

 “Prepare  the way of YHWH; 

 Make straight in the desert 

A highway for our God. 

24  Now those who were sent were from 

the Pharisees.  25  And they asked him, 

saying, 

“Why then do you baptize if you are not 

the Christ, nor Elijah, nor the Prophet?” 

26 [They distinguish the three.] 

John answered them, saying, 

“I baptize with water, but there stands 

One among you whom you do not know.  

27  It is He who, coming after me, is pre-

ferred before me, whose sandal strap I 

am not worthy to loose.”  28 

These things were done in Bethabara 

[“house of the ford”; fords of Abarah, 

the ancient ford of the Jordan on the 

road to Gilead (likely)] beyond the 

Jordan, where John was baptizing. 

 

“Behold The Lamb of God!” 

29 ¶  The next day John saw Jesus com-

ing toward him, and said, 

“Behold!  The Lamb of God 

who takes away the sin of the world! 30  

This is He of whom I said, 

‘After me comes a Man 

who is preferred before me, 

for He was before me.’  31 

I did not know Him; but 

that He should be revealed to Israel, 

therefore 

I came baptizing with water.” 32 

And John bore witness, saying, 

“I saw the Spirit descending from 

heaven like a dove [Cp. Mt 3:16], 

and He remained upon Him.  33 

I did not know Him, but He who sent 

me to baptize with water said to me, 

‘Upon whom you see the Spirit 

descending, and remaining on 

Him, this is He who baptizes 

with the Holy Spirit.’

37 ¶  The two disciples [Andrew (v40) & 

John(?)] heard him speak, and they fol-

lowed Jesus.  38  Then Jesus turned, and 

seeing them following, said to them, 

“What do you seek?” 

They said to Him, 

“Rabbi,” (which is to say, when 

translated, Teacher), 

“where are You staying?”  39 

He said to them, 

“Come and see.” 

They came and saw where He was stay-

ing, and remained with Him that day 

(now it was about the tenth hour [10am 

if Roman time/4pm if Jewish time; tells 

us how long they spent together]).  40 

One of the two who heard John speak, 

and followed Him, was Andrew [“man-

ly”], Simon Peter’s brother [“a stone”].  

41  He first found his own brother Simon, 

and said to him, [ Hebrew,  Greek] 

“We have found the Messiah” 

(which is translated, the Christ).  42  

And he brought him to Jesus.  Now 

when Jesus looked at him, He said, 

“You are Simon the son of Jonah 

[“dove”].  You shall be called 

Cephas”  [ Greek vs.  Aramaic] 

(which is translated, A Stone). 

 

… Philip, then Nathanael 

43 ¶  The following day Jesus wanted 

to go to Galilee, and He found Philip 

[“lover of horses”] and said to him, 

“Follow Me.”  44 

Now Philip was from Bethsaida [“house 

of fish”], the city of Andrew and Peter.  

45  Philip found Nathanael [“God’s 

gift”; cf. Mk 3:18b] and said to him, 

“We have found Him of whom Moses 

in the law, and also the prophets, wrote 

–– Jesus of Nazareth, the [adopted] 

son of Joseph.”  46 

De 18:15, 18 again, and 

many other quotes could be added. 

And Nathanael said to him, 

“Can anything good come out of Naz-

areth?” 

Philip said to him, 

“Come and see.”  47 

Jesus saw Nathanael coming toward 

Him, and said of him, 

“Behold, an Israelite indeed, 

in whom is no deceit!”  48  [Cf. Re 14:1-5] 

Nathanael said to Him, 

“How do You know me?” 

Jesus answered and said to him, 

“Before Philip called you, when you 

were under the fig tree, I saw you.” 49 

Nathanael answered and said to Him, 

“Rabbi, 

You are the Son of God! 

You are the King of Israel!”  50 

Jesus answered and said to him, 

“Because I said to you, 

‘I saw you under the fig tree’, 

do you believe?  You will see 

greater things than these.”  51 

And He said to him, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you, hereafter 

you shall see heaven open, and the 

angels of God ascending and descend-

ing upon the Son of Man.” 

[Not that he would see this vision, as 

Jacob had, but that he would recognize 

that Jesus is that ladder, the access path 

(the Way) between God and mankind.] 

Ge 28:12  Then he [Jacob] dreamed, 

and behold, a ladder was set up on the 

land [earth], and its top reached to 

heaven; and there the angels of God 

were ascending and descending on it 

[the Son of God].

John 2:1-12 

Jesus’ First Sign: Wedding at Cana 

2:1 ¶  On the third day there was a wed-

ding in Cana of Galilee, and [Mary] the 

mother of Jesus was there. 2  Now both 

Jesus and His disciples were invited to 

the wedding.  3  And when they ran out 

of wine, the mother of Jesus said to Him, 

“They have no wine.”  4 

Jesus said to her, 

“Woman, what does your concern 

have to do with Me? [cf. Jn 7:2-6] 

My hour has not yet come.”  5 

His mother said to the servants, 

“Whatever He says to you, do it.”  6 

Now there were set there six [6] water-

pots of stone, according to the manner 

of purification of the Jews, containing 

twenty or thirty [20 or 30] gallons apiece.  

7  Jesus said to them, 

“Fill the waterpots with water.” 

And they filled them up to the brim.  8  

And He said to them, 

“Draw some out now, and 

take it to the master of the feast.” 

And they took it.  9  When the master of 

the feast had tasted the water that was 

made wine, and did not know where it 

came from (but the servants who had 

drawn the water knew), the master of 

the feast called the bridegroom.

First Passover: First Temple Cleansing 

13  Now the Passover of the Jews was at 

hand, and Jesus went up to Jerusalem.  

14  And He found in the temple those 

who sold oxen and sheep and doves, 

and the moneychangers doing business.  

15  When He had made a whip of cords, 

He drove them all out of the temple, 

with the sheep and the oxen, and poured 

out the changers’ money and overturned 

the tables.  16  And He said to those 

who sold doves, 

“Take these things away! 

Do not make My Father’s house 

a house of merchandise!”  17 

Then His disciples remembered that it 

was written, 

“Zeal for Your house has eaten Me up.”

through AD  26, by Herod], and will You 

raise it up in three [3] days?”  21 

[‘temple’ wrongly taken literally] 

But He was speaking of the temple of 

His body.  22 

(Therefore, when He had risen from 

the dead, His disciples remembered 

that He had said this to them; and 

they believed the Scripture and the 

word [v19] that Jesus had said.) 

 

23 ¶  Now when He was in Jerusalem 

at the Passover, during the feast, many 

believed in His name when they saw 

the signs that He did [apparently other 

unrecorded signs; Nicodemas was one 

of those who believed (next story)].  24  

But Jesus did not commit Himself to 

them, because He knew all men,  25  and 

had no need that anyone should testify 

of man, for He knew what was in man. 

[Audio: Steve Gregg 3:1-12] 

John 3:1-36 

Nicodemus Inquires of Jesus 

3:1 ¶  There was a man of the Pharisees 

named Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews.  

2  This man came to Jesus by night and 

said to Him, 

“Rabbi, we [a minority of rulers] know 

that You are a teacher come from God; 

for no one can do these signs that You 

do unless God is with him.”  3 

Jesus answered and said to him, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you, unless 

one is born again, he cannot see the 

Kingdom of God.” [Da 2:44; 4:3, 32, 

34; 6:26; 7:14,18,27]  4 

Nicodemus said to Him, 

“How can a man be born when he is old?  

Can he enter a second time into his 

mother’s womb and be born?”  5 

[wrongly taken literally] 

Jesus answered, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you, unless 

one is born of water [W] and the Spirit 

[S], he cannot enter the Kingdom of 

God.  6  That which is born of the 

flesh [W] is flesh, and that which is 

born of the Spirit [S] is spirit.  7 

Do not marvel that I said to you, 

‘You must be born again.’  8 

The wind [S] blows where it wishes, 

and you hear the sound of it, but cannot 

tell where it comes from and where it 

goes.  So is everyone who is born of 

the Spirit [S].”  9 

[cf. Eze 18:31, 36:26; Tit 3:5-7; or:  

W: water that “breaks” before birth; 

S: spiritual birth; same Greek word 

for wind and spirit: πνευμα pneuma, 

just as in Hebrew: חור ruwach] 

Nicodemus answered and said to Him, 

“How can these things be?”  10 

Jesus answered and said to him, 

“Are you the [leading] teacher of Israel, 

and do not know these things?  11 

Most assuredly, I say to you, 

we speak  what we know 

[we, John the B. & I: Jn 1:19-35] 

and testify what we have seen, 

and you do not receive our witness.  12 

If I have told you earthly things [e.g.] 

and you do not believe,  [creation] 

how will you believe 

if I tell you heavenly things?  13 

[Audio: Steve Gregg 3:13-36] 

No one has ascended to heaven but 

He who came down from heaven, 

that is, the Son of Man” 

(who is [now back] in heaven).  14 

[The latter clause was probably by the 

narrator, not Jesus, because at that 

time Jesus was not yet in heaven.] 

“And as Moses lifted up the serpent [on 

a pole: Nu 21:8-9] in the wilderness, 

even so must the Son of Man be lifted 

up,  15  that whoever believes in Him 

should not perish but have Eternal life 

[not a wasted life, but an abundance 

of the kind of life intended by the 

Eternal One, the Creator: lots of “life 

of the age” of the Messiah].”  16 

 

Notes: 

v15 Based on the Alexandrian text, 

could be rendered, “whoever believes 

should have Eternal Life in Him”. 

v16,18 The “in” is actually Greek 

“eis”, not “en”, which should be 

translated “into”, thus, rearranging, 

we get, “whoever believes into Him 

… should have Eternal Life”.  That 

is, by believing we come into Him, 

we become branches in the vine. 

v16-17: If these were Jesus’ words 

(as the NKJ and other versions indi-

cate), he would likely have said “the 

Father” rather than “God”; likewise, 

in v18: “Son of Man” (as in v15 & 

elsewhere) rather than “Son of God”. 
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The Narrator’s Insight 

For God so loved the world that He gave 

His unique [only begotten] [incarnat-

ed: 1:14] Son, that whoever believes 

into [in] Him should not perish [be lost] 

but have Eternal [everlasting] [same 

word as in v15] life.  17  For God did not 

send His Son into the world to condemn 

the world, but that the world through 

Him might be saved [from wasting their 

lives].  18  He who believes into [in] 

Him is not condemned; but he who does 

not believe is condemned already, be-

cause he has not believed into [in] the 

name of the unique [only begotten] 

[incarnated: 1:14] Son of God.  19  

And this is the condemnation:  that the 

Light has come into the world, and men 

loved darkness rather than Light [cf. 

1:4-5, 9-13], because their deeds were 

evil.  20  For everyone practicing evil 

hates the Light and does not come to 

the Light, lest his deeds should be 

exposed.  21  But he who does the truth 

comes to the Light, that his deeds may 

be clearly seen, that they have been 

done in God. 

 

[Out of Jerusalem to the land:] 

Both Jesus and John Baptize 

22 ¶  After these things Jesus and His 

disciples came into the land of Judea 

[Judah], and there He remained with 

them and baptized.  23 

(Now John also was baptizing in 

Aenon [“springs”] near Salim 

[“peace”], because there was 

much water there.  And they came 

and were baptized.  24  For John had 

not yet been thrown into prison.) 
 

John the Baptist’s Last Witness 

25  Then there arose a dispute between 

some of John’s disciples and the Jews 

about purification.  26  And they came 

to John and [on a related subject] said 

to him, 

“Rabbi, He who was with you beyond 

the Jordan, to whom you have testified 

–– behold, He is baptizing, and all are 

coming to Him!”  27 

John answered and said, 

“A man can receive nothing unless it 

has been given to him from heaven.  

28  You yourselves bear me witness, 

that I said, 

‘I am not the Christ’, but, 

‘I have been sent before Him.’  29 

He who has the bride is the bridegroom; 

but the friend of the bridegroom, who 

stands and hears him [“best man”], 

rejoices greatly because of the bride-

groom’s voice.  Therefore this joy of 

mine is fulfilled.  30  He must increase, 

but I must decrease.”  31 

 

Another Insight of the Narrator 

He who comes from above is above all; 

he who is of the earth is earthly 

 and speaks of the earth. 

He who comes from heaven is above all. 

32  And what He has seen and heard, 

that He testifies; and no one receives 

His testimony.  33  He who has received 

His testimony has certified that God is 

true.  34  For He whom God has sent 

speaks the words of God, for God does 

not give the Spirit by measure [NAS, 

NIV, NLT, MSG: gives the Sprit with-

out limit/measure; “unto Him” added 

by AV in italics].  35 

The Father loves the Son, and 

has given all things into His hand; 36 

he who believes into [in] the Son 

has Eternal [everlasting] life; and 

    [  same word as in v15] 

he who does not believe the Son 

shall not see life [never experience 

true life, here and now], but 

the wrath of God abides on him. 

 

[John 4:1-42 follows the next parallel]

Mt 14:3-5 || Mk 6:17-20 || Lu 3:19-20 

John the Baptist Imprisoned by Herod 

-,-,19  But Herod the tetrarch, being 

rebuked by him concerning Herodias, 

his brother Philip’s wife, and for all 

the evils that Herod had done,  -,-,20a 

also added this, above all:  3,17,20b   

that Herod himself had sent and laid 

hold of John, and bound him and put 

him in prison for the sake of Herodias; 

for he had married her.  4,18,-  For John 

had said to Herod, 

“It is not lawful for you 

to have your brother’s wife.”  -,19,- 

Therefore Herodias held it against him 

and wanted to kill him, but she could 

not.  5,-,-   And although Herod wanted 

to put him to death, he feared the mul-

titude, because they counted him as a 

prophet.  -,20,-  [and] Herod feared John, 

knowing that he was a just and holy 

man, and he protected him.  And when 

he heard him, he did many things, and 

heard him gladly. 

[Audio: Steve Gregg 4:1-26] 

John 4:1-42 

On to Galilee Via Samaria 

4:1 ¶  Therefore, when the Lord knew that 

the Pharisees had heard that Jesus made 

and baptized more disciples than John 

[Cf. 3:22-24]  2  (though Jesus Himself 

did not baptize, but His disciples [did]),  

3  He left Judea and departed again [to 

go] to Galilee [via Samaria]. 
 

A Woman of Samaria at Jacob’s Well 

4 ¶  But He needed to go through Samaria 

[“guardianship”] [for a divine appoint-

ment].  5  So He came to a city of Samar-

ia that is called Sychar [“drunken”], 

near the plot of ground that Jacob gave 

to his son Joseph [Jos 24:32].  6  Now 

Jacob’s well was there.  Jesus therefore, 

being wearied from His journey, sat thus 

by the well.  It was about the sixth hour 

[~noon if Jewish time; ~6 AM/PM if by 

Roman; noon most likely].  7  A woman 

of Samaria came to draw water.  Jesus 

said to her, 

“Give Me a drink.”  8 

For His disciples had gone away into the 

city to buy food [so only she & He are 

eyewitnesses to this story].  9  Then the 

woman of Samaria said to Him, 

 “How is it that You, being a Jew, ask a 

drink from me, a Samaritan woman?” 

For Jews have no dealings with Samar-

itans.  10  Jesus answered and said to her, 

“If you knew the gift of God, and who 

it is who says to you, 

‘Give Me a drink’,  [cf. Is 12:3] 

you would have asked Him, and He 

would have given you living water.” 11 

[“living waters”: John 7:38; 

  Jer 2:13, 17:13; Zec 14:8] 
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The woman said to Him, 

“Sir, You have nothing to draw with, and 

the well is deep. Where then do You get 

that living water? 12  Are You greater 

than our father Jacob, who gave us 

the well, and drank from it himself, as 

well as his sons and his livestock?”  13 

Jesus answered and said to her, 

“Whoever drinks of this water will thirst 

again, 14  but whoever drinks of the 

water that I shall give him will never 

thirst.  But the water that I shall give 

him will become in him a fountain of 

water springing up into Eternal [ever-

lasting] [same word as in 3:15] life.”  15 

The woman said to Him, 

“Sir, give me this water, that I may not 

thirst, nor come here to draw.”  16 

[she is still taking “water” literally] 

Jesus said to her, 

“Go, call your husband, 

and come here.”  17 

The woman answered and said, 

“I have no husband.” 

Jesus said to her, 

“You have well said, 

‘I have no husband’,  18 

for you have had five [5] husbands, 

and the one whom you now have is 

not your husband; in that you spoke 

truly.”  19  [See worship in truth below.] 

The woman said to Him, 

“Sir, I perceive that You are a prophet.  

20  Our fathers worshiped on this moun-

tain, and you Jews say that in Jerusa-

lem is the place where one ought to 

worship [= offer sacrifices].”  21 

Jesus said to her, 

“Woman, believe Me, 

the hour is coming [ > AD 70] when 

you will neither on this mountain, nor 

in Jerusalem, worship the Father.  22  

You worship what you do not know; 

we [Jews] know what we worship, 

for salvation is of the Jews.  23  But 

the hour is coming, and now is, when 

the true worshipers will worship the 

Father in spirit [heart, inwardly, not 

outwardly] and truth [in reality, not 

hypothetically]; for the Father is seek-

ing such to worship Him.  24  God is 

Spirit, and those who worship Him 

must worship in spirit and truth.”  25 

The woman said to Him, [ Jos 24:14] 

“I know that Messiah is coming” (who 

is called Christ). “When He comes, 

He will tell us all things.”  26 

Jesus said to her,   [rare confession:] 

“I who speak to you am He.” 

[Audio: Steve Gregg 4:27-42] 

27 ¶  And at this point His disciples came, 

and they marveled that He talked with 

a woman; yet no one said [to her], 

“What do you seek?” or [to Him], 

“Why are You talking with her?”  28 

The woman then left her waterpot, 

went her way into the city, and said to 

the men,  29 

“Come, see a Man 

who told me all things that I ever did. 

Could this be the Christ?”  30 

Then they went out of the city and 

came to Him.  31  In the meantime His 

disciples urged Him, saying, 

“Rabbi, eat.”  32 

But He said to them, 

“I have food to eat 

of which you do not know.”  33 

Therefore the disciples 

said to one another, 

“Has anyone brought Him 

anything to eat?”  34 

Jesus said to them, 

“My food is [not literal, but:] 

to do the will of Him who sent Me, and 

to finish His work [cf. John 19:30].  35 

Do you not say, 

‘There are still four [4] months and 

then comes the harvest.’? 

Behold, I say to you, lift up your eyes 

and look at the fields, for they are 

 already white for harvest!  36 

And he who reaps [His disciples: v38] 

receives wages, and 

gathers fruit for Eternal life, 

that both [ OT prophets: v38] 

he who sows and 

he who reaps [His disciples: v38] 

may rejoice together.  37 

For in this the saying is true: 

‘One sows and another reaps.’  38 

I sent you to reap that for which 

you have not labored; 

 others have labored, and 

 [ Jesus, JtB, the prophets] 

you have entered 

into their labors.”  39 

And many of the Samaritans of that city 

[Samaria = Sychar: v5] believed into 

[in] Him because of the word of the 

woman who testified, 

“He told me all that I ever did.”  40 

So when the Samaritans had come to 

Him, they urged Him to stay with them; 

and He stayed there two [2] days.  41  

And many more believed because of 

His own word.  42  Then they said to the 

woman, 

“Now we believe, not because of what 

you said, for we ourselves have heard 

Him and we know that this is indeed 

the Christ, the Savior of the world.” 

[Save not just Israel, but the world;

Jesus Himself testified that a prophet 

has no honor in his own country [thus 

explaining why He did not return to 

Nazareth].  -,14b,,14b,45a  So when He 

came in the power of the Spirit to 

Galilee, preaching the gospel of 

the Kingdom of God,  -,15,-,-  and 

saying [in summary, the gospel], 

“The time is fulfilled, and 

the Kingdom of God is at hand.

46  So Jesus came again to Cana of Gali-

lee where He had made the water wine.  

And there was a certain nobleman 

whose son was sick at Capernaum. 47  

When he heard that Jesus had come 

out of Judea into Galilee, he went to 

Him and implored Him to come down 

and heal his son, for he was at the point 

of death.  48  Then Jesus said to him, 

“Unless you all see signs and wonders, 

you will by no means believe.”  49 

The nobleman said to Him, 

“Sir, come down before my child 

dies!”  50 

Jesus said to him, 

“Go your way; your son lives.” 

So the man believed the word that Jesus 

spoke to him, and he went his way.  51  

And as he was now going down, his 

servants met him and told him, saying, 

“Your son lives!”  52 

Then he inquired of them the hour when 

he got better.

25  But 

I tell you truly, many widows were 

in Israel in the days of Elijah [“YHWH 

is my God”], when the heaven was 

shut up three years and six months 

[3 yrs 6 mos], and there was a great 

famine throughout all the land;  26  but 

to none of them was Elijah sent except 

to Zarephath [“smelting”], in the region 

of Sidon [“hunting”], to a woman who 

was a widow [1Ki 17:8-16].  27  And 

many lepers were in Israel in the time of 

Elisha the prophet, and none of them 

was cleansed except Naaman [“pleas-

antness”] the Syrian [2Ki 5].” 28 

So all those in the synagogue, when they 

heard these things, were filled with 

wrath,  29  and rose up and thrust Him 

out of the city; and they led Him to the 

brow of the hill on which their city was 

built, that they might throw Him down 

over the cliff.  30  Then passing through 

the midst of them, He went His way.

14b,30,38b  But Simon’s wife’s 

mother lay sick with a high fever [Dr. 

Luke: Greek technical medical term], 

and they told Him about her at once 

and they made request of Him concern-

ing her. 15,31,39  So He came and stood 

over her, took her by the hand and 

lifted her up, and rebuked the fever, 

[only place where Jesus rebukes a dis-

ease: possibly a demon behind it?], and 

immediately the fever left her.  And 

immediately she arose and served them. 

 

Many More Healed and Delivered 

16a,32,40a  At evening, when the sun had 

set [ending the Sabbath (Lu 4:31), so 

it is okay to heal in their minds], they 

brought to Him all who were sick with 

various diseases and many who were 

demon-possessed.  –,33,–  And the whole 

city was gathered together at the door.  

–,–,40b  And He laid His hands on every 

one of them and healed them [He does 

not always heal everyone, but here He 

did] ––  16b,34a,-  He healed all who were 

sick with various diseases, and He cast 

out many spirits with a word,  17,–,–  that 

it might be fulfilled that was spoken 

by Isaiah the prophet, saying: 

“He Himself took our infirmities 

  And bore our sicknesses.” 

Isaiah 53:4-5  [see context:  Israel 

depicted as a sick man, sick with sin] 

Surely He has 

borne   our sicknesses [griefs] and 

carried our pains [sorrows]; 

Yet we esteemed Him stricken, 

Smitten by God, and 

afflicted.  5   But 

He was wounded 

 for our transgressions, 

He was bruised 

 for our iniquities; 

  The chastisement 

 for our peace 

was upon Him, And by His stripes 

 we are healed. 
 

–,–,41a  And the demons came out of many 

saying, 

“You are the Christ, the Son of God!” 

–,34b,41b  And He, rebuking them, did not 

allow them to speak, for they knew 

Him, that He was the Christ.

Result: His First Tour of Galilee 

35,42a  Now in the morning, having risen 

a long while before daylight, when it 

was day, He went out and departed to 

a deserted, solitary place; and there He 

prayed.

3a,41,13a 

Then Jesus, moved with compassion, 

put out His hand and touched him,

“I am willing.  Be cleansed.”  3b,42,13b 

As soon as He had spoken, immedi-

ately the leprosy left him, and he was 

cleansed.  –,43,–  And He strictly warned 

him and sent him away at once,  4,44,14  

and Jesus said to him, 

“See that you tell no one –– say nothing

Mt 9:1-17 || Mk 2:1-22 || Lu 5:17-39 

Jesus Heals a Paralytic on a Mat 

1,–,– ¶  So He got into a boat, crossed 

over, and came to His own city.  –,1,–  

And again He entered Capernaum after 

some days, and it was heard that He was 

in the house. –,2,–  Immediately many 

gathered together, so that there was no 

longer room to receive them, not even 

near the door.  And He preached the 

word to them. 

 

–,–,17 ¶  Now it happened on a certain day, 

as He was teaching, that there were 

Pharisees and teachers of the law sitting 

by, who had come out of every town 

of Galilee, Judea, and Jerusalem.  And 

the power of the Lord [YHWH] was pre-

sent to heal them.  2a,3,18 

 

Then behold, men brought to Him on 

a bed a man who was paralyzed [and] 

carried by four men –– whom they 

sought to bring in and lay before Him.  

–,4,19  And when they could not come 

near Him [or] find how they might bring 

him in, because of the crowd, they went 

up on the housetop and they uncovered 

the roof where He was.  So when they 

had broken through, they let him down 

on the bed on which [he] was lying, 

through the tiling, into the midst before 

Jesus.   2b,5,20  When Jesus saw their faith, 

He said to the paralytic, 

“Son (Man), be of good cheer, 

your sins are forgiven you.”  3,6,21 

And at once the scribes and the Phari-

sees sitting there began to reason in 

their hearts, saying, 

“This Man blasphemes!  Why does 

[He] speak blasphemies like this?  

Who is this who speaks blasphemies?  

Who can forgive sins but God alone?” 

[That is correct!] 

 

4,8,22  But immediately, when Jesus per-

ceived in His spirit their thoughts –– 

that they reasoned thus within them-

selves, He answered and said to them, 

“Why do you reason about these things 

in your hearts, think[ing] evil?  5,9,23 

Which is easier, to say to the paralytic, 

[with credibility] 

‘Your sins are forgiven you’, 

or to say, 

‘Arise, take up your bed and walk’? 6a,10,24a 

But that you may know that the Son 

of Man has power on land [earth] to 

forgive sins...” 

–– He said to the paralytic, the man who 

was paralyzed,  6b,11,24b 

“I say to you, arise, take up your bed, 

and go to your house.”

And immediately he rose up before 

them, took up the bed that he had been 

lying on, went out, and departed to his 

own house, glorifying God in the pres-

ence of them all.  8,12b,26  Now when the 

multitudes saw it, all were amazed and 

marveled, and they [too] glorified God, 

who had given such power to men, and 

[they] were filled with fear, saying, 

“We never saw anything like this! 

  We have seen strange things today!”

Jesus Calls Matthew to Follow Him

named Matthew, a tax collector [also] 

named Levi, the son of Alphaeus, sitting 

at the tax office.  And He said to him, 

“Follow Me.” 

So he left all, arose and followed Him.  

–,–,29a  Then Levi gave Him a great feast 

in his own house.  10,15,29b  Now it hap-

pened, as Jesus sat at the table, dining in 

Levi’s house, that behold, a great num-

ber of tax collectors and other sinners 

came and also sat down together with 

Jesus and His disciples; for there were 

many, and they followed Him.

For I desire mercy and not sacrifice, 

And the knowledge of God 

more than burnt offerings.

What About Fasting, Jesus? 

14,18,33 ¶  Then the disciples of John and 

of the Pharisees were fasting.  [And] 

they came and said to Him, 

“Why do the disciples of John fast often 

and make prayers, and likewise those 

of the Pharisees, but Your disciples do 

not fast, [but] eat and drink?”  15a,19,34 

And Jesus said to them, 

“Can you make the friends of the 

bridegroom fast [and] mourn while the 

bridegroom is with them?  As long as 

they have the bridegroom with them 

they cannot fast.  15b,20,35  But the days 

will come when the bridegroom will 

be taken away from them, and then 

they will fast in those days.  21 

[After His ascension:  there is no rec-

ord of the disciples fasting between 

the crucifixion and the ascension.] 

 

[Audio: S. Gregg Mt 9:16-17] 

Parable of the Garments, Wineskins 

16,21,36  Then He spoke a parable to them: 

“No one sews a piece of unshrunk cloth 

from a new garment on an old garment, 

for the new piece pulls away from the 

old, and the tear is made worse, and 

also the piece that was taken out of the 

new does not match the old.  17,22,37  

And no one puts new wine into old 

wineskins; or else the wineskins burst, 

the wine is spilled, and the wineskins 

are ruined.  17b,22b,38  But new wine 

must be put into new wineskins, and 

both are preserved.  –,–,39  And no one, 

having drunk old wine, immediately 

desires new; for he says, 

‘The old is better.’” 

 

Notes on the wineskin parable: 

New wine will ferment and produce 

gases, needing flexibility and expan-

sion –– new wineskins; old wineskins 

are inflexible and will break under 

expansion.  The parable: The old and 

new covenants cannot be mixed.  The 

new, Spirit-filled, covenant will not 

fit into the old, rigid hearts.  The 

new covenant needs renewed, con-

verted hearts: flexible and ready for 

the expansion of the Spirit. 

Lu 5:39 (unique to Lu) Some like the 

old way and refuse to move into the 

new, better way. 
 

 

Notes on John 5: 

 

v3b-4: “waiting … disease he had”  

is not in the Alexandrian Text, the 

oldest manuscripts. 

 

v2: Eze 34:1,11ff YHWH the Shepherd, 

searching out the weak sheep.  The 

shepherd is the sheep gate (door) 

because he sleeps across the opening 

to protect the sheep from predators. 

 

v2: The “is” seems to indicate that 

the author was writing before AD 70, 

because the Sheep Gate was de-

stroyed then.  (And there is evidence 

that Revelation was written before 

the Gospel of John (e.g., Jesus was 

revealed to John to be “the Word” in 

Revelation: also used (only) in John’s 

Gospel), so Revelation too was likely 

written before AD 70, predicting the 

destruction of AD 70.)

28  For the soil [earth] yields crops by 

itself: first the blade, then the head, 

after that the full grain in the head. 29  

But when the grain ripens [Church 

matures], immediately he puts in the 

sickle, because the harvest has come.”

Matthew 13:24-30, 36-43 

Parable of the Tares 

24 ¶  Another parable He put forth to them, 

saying: 

“The Kingdom of Heaven is like [illus-

trated by] a man who sowed good seed 

in his field;  25  but while men slept, 

his enemy [Satan] came and sowed tares 

among the wheat and went his way.  26  

But when the grain had sprouted and 

produced a crop, then the tares also 

appeared.  27  So the servants of the 

owner [God] came and said to him, 

‘Sir, did you not sow good seed in 

your field?  How then does it have 

tares?’ 28 

He said to them, 

‘An enemy has done this.’ 

The servants said to him, 

‘Do you want us then 

to go and gather them up?’ 29 

But he said, 

‘No, lest while you gather up the tares 

you also uproot the wheat with them. 

30  Let both grow together until the 

harvest, and at the time of harvest 

I will say to the reapers, 

“First gather together the tares and 

bind them in bundles to burn them, 

but gather the wheat into my barn.”’” 

[2Pe 3:13: new land  [earth]] 

[vv31-35 after vv36-43] 

 

Parable of the Tares Explained 

36  Then Jesus sent the multitude away 

and went into the house.  And His dis-

ciples came to Him, saying, 

“Explain to us the parable of the tares 

of the field.”  37 

He answered and said to them: 

“He who sows the good seed is the Son 

of Man.  38  The field is the world, the 

good seeds are the sons of the Kingdom 

[the remnant: early Jewish believers], 

but the tares are the sons of the wicked 

one [Jn 8:44: “your father the devil”]. 

39  The enemy who sowed them is the 

devil [v19], the harvest is the end of 

the age, and the reapers are the angels.  

40  Therefore as the tares are gathered 

and burned in the fire, so it will be at 

the end of this age [this Jewish Age: 

AD 70].  41  The Son of Man will send 

out His angels [His messengers: the 

Roman Army, in AD 70], and they will 

gather out of His Kingdom all things 

that offend, and those who practice law-

lessness [tares: who refuse the New 

Covenant, cling to Judaism],  42  and 

will cast them into the furnace of fire 

[Gehenna, Jerusalem’s city dump].  

There will be wailing and gnashing 

of teeth. [Cf. W&G 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9] 43  

Then the righteous [the Christians] 

will shine forth as the sun in the 

Kingdom of their Father. 

 

He who has ears to hear, let him hear! 

 

[Audio: Mt 13:31-33, Mk 4:1-34] 

Matthew 13:31-32 || Mark 4:30-32 

Parable of the Mustard Seed 

31a,30  Then, another parable He put 

forth to them, saying: 

“To what shall we liken the Kingdom 

of God?  Or with what parable shall 

we picture it?  31b,31a  It is like [illus-

trated by] a mustard seed, which a man 

took and sowed in his field, which, 

when it is sown on the ground,  32a,31b  

indeed is the least [smaller] of all the 

seeds on the land [earth];  32b,32  but 

when it is sown, it grows up and be-

comes greater than the herbs, shoots 

out large branches, and becomes a 

tree, so that the birds of the air may 

come and nest in its branches [and] 

under its shade.” 

[A good thing: meant for trees.] 

 

Matthew 13:33, 44-52 

Parable of the Leaven 

33  Another parable He spoke to them: 

“The Kingdom of Heaven is like [illus-

trated by] leaven, which a woman took 

and hid in three measures of meal till 

it was all leavened.  [The gospel spread-

ing, servants added to the Kingdom.] 
 

[Audio: Steve Gregg Mt 13:44-46] 

Parable of Treasure Hidden in a Field 

44 ¶  Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is 

like [illustrated by] treasure [the Church] 

hidden in a field [the world], which a 

man [Jesus] found and hid; and for 

joy over it he goes and sells all that 

he has [His life] and buys that field. 

 

Parable of the Pearl of Great Price 

45  Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is 

like [illustrated by] a merchant [a man] 

seeking beautiful pearls,  46  who, when 

he had found one pearl of great price 

[the Kingdom], went and sold all that 

he had [his life] and bought it. 

 

[Audio: Steve Gregg Mt 13:47-52] 

Parable of the Dragnet 

47  Again, the Kingdom of Heaven is 

like [illustrated by] a dragnet that was 

cast into the sea and gathered some of 

every kind,  48  which, when it was full, 

they drew to shore; and they sat down 

and gathered the good into vessels, but 

threw the bad away.  49  So it will be at 

the end of the age [Jewish Age: AD 70].  

The angels will come forth, separate 

the wicked from among the just,  50  

and cast them into the furnace of fire 

[Gehenna, again].  There will be wail-

ing and gnashing of teeth.” 

[Cf. W&G 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9] 
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Parable of the Householder 

51  Jesus said to them, 

“Have you understood all these things?” 

They said to Him, 

“Yes, Lord.”  52 

Then He said to them, 

“Therefore every scribe [OT lawyer] in-

structed concerning the Kingdom of 

Heaven is like [illustrated by] a house-

holder who brings out of his treasure 

things new [NT] and old [OT].”

Mt 13:34-35, 53 || Mk 4:33-34 

Prophecy Fulfilled in His Parables 

34a,–  All these things Jesus spoke to 

the multitude in parables;  –,33  and 

with many such parables He spoke the 

word to them as they were able to hear 

it.  34b,34a  But without a parable He 

did not speak to them,  35,–  that it 

might be fulfilled that was spoken by 

the prophet [Asaph], saying: 

“I will open My mouth in _ parables; 

  I will utter things kept secret 

  from the foundation of the world.” 

[Greek:  kosmos] 

Psalm 78:2 [a psalm of Asaph] 

I will open my mouth in a parable_; 

I will utter dark         sayings 

of old      , 

[‘dark sayings’ = ‘things kept secret’; 

‘of old’ = 

‘from the foundations of the world’] 

 –,34b  And when they were alone, He 

explained all things to His disciples. 
 

53,– ¶  Now it came to pass, 

when Jesus had finished these parables, 

that He departed from there.

Matthew 8:18-22 || Luke 9:57-62 

Tests of Discipleship 

18,– ¶  And when Jesus saw great multi-

tudes about Him, He gave a command 

to depart to the other side.  19,57  Then 

it happened as they journeyed on the 

road, that a certain scribe came and 

said to Him, 

 “Teacher [Lord], I will follow You 

wherever You go.”  20,58 

And Jesus said to him, 

“Foxes have holes and birds of the air 

have nests, but the Son of Man has 

nowhere to lay His head.”  21,59 

Then He said to another, 

“Follow Me.” 

Then another of His disciples said to 

Him [But he said], 

“Lord, let me first go and bury 

my father.”  22,60a 

But Jesus said to him, 

“Follow Me, and 

let the dead bury their own dead.” –,60b

Mt 8:23-27 || Mk 4:35-41 || Lu 8:22-25 

Jesus Stills the Tempest 

23,35a,22a ¶  Now it happened on the same 

day, when evening had come, that He 

got into a boat with His disciples [who] 

followed Him.  –,35b,22b  And He said to 

them, 

“Let us cross over to the other side 

of the lake.”  36,–,– 

 

Now when they had left the multitude, 

they took Him along in the boat as He 

was.  And other little boats were also 

with Him.  –,–,22c  And they launched 

out.  24a,37,23  But as they sailed, He fell 

asleep.  And suddenly a great wind-

storm arose on the sea, and the waves 

beat into the boat, so that the boat was 

covered with the waves, and they were 

already filling with water, and were in 

jeopardy.  24b,38a, –  But He was in the 

stern, asleep on a pillow.  25,38b, 24a 

Then His disciples came to Him and 

awoke Him, saying, 

“Lord, Teacher –– Master, Master, 

save us!  Do You not care that 

we are perishing!”  26a,–,– 

But He said to them, 

“Why are you fearful, 

O you of little faith?”  26b,39,24b 

Then He arose and rebuked the winds 

and the raging of the seawaters, and said 

to the sea, 

“Peace!  Be still!” 

And they ceased and there was a great 

calm.  –,40,25a  But He said to them, 

“Why are you so fearful? 

Where is your faith? 

How is it that you have no faith?” 
27,41,25b 

And they feared exceedingly, and mar-

veled, saying to one another, 

“Who can this be, that He commands 

even the winds and the seawater, and 

they obey Him!” 

Ps. 107:23-32  Answer: YHWH (in flesh).

Mt 8:28-34 || Mk 5:1-20 || Lu 8:26-39 

The Gadarene Demoniac 

28a,1,26 ¶  Then He [and] they sailed 

to the other side of the sea, 

to the country of the Gergesenes, 

[the Gadarenes
22

,] 

which is opposite Galilee.  –,2a,27a  And 

when He had  stepped out of the boat on 

the land,  28b,2b,27b  immediately there met 

Him out of the tombs a certain man
23

 

from the city with an unclean spirit, 

who had demons for a long time.  

28c,3a,27c  And he wore no clothes, nor 

did he live in a house but in the tombs.  

28c,–,–  And, coming out of the tombs, 

[he was] exceedingly fierce, so that no 

one could pass that way,  –,3b,–  and no 

one could bind him, not even with 

chains,  –,4,–  because he had often 

been bound with shackles and chains.

 Gergesenes refers to the same people 

as Gadarenes: those of Gadara or Gerasa, 

although they seem to be some distance 

apart.

 Matthew reports “two demon-possessed 

men”, so Mark and Luke must have focused 

only on the one from the city. 
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And the chains had been pulled apart by 

him, and the shackles broken in pieces; 

neither could anyone tame him.  –,5,–  

And always, night and day, he was in 

the mountains and in the tombs, crying 

out and cutting himself with stones.  –

,6,28a 

When he saw Jesus from afar, he ran, 

fell down, and worshiped Him.  29,7,28b  

And suddenly he cried out with a loud 

voice, saying, 

“What have I [we] to do with You, 

Jesus, You Son of the Most High God?  

Have You come here to torment us 

[demons] before the time? 

I implore You by God 

that You do not torment me.”  30,8,29 

(For He had commanded the unclean 

spirit, 

“Come out of the man, unclean spirit!” 

For it had often seized him, and he was 

kept under guard, bound with chains 

and shackles; and he broke the bonds 

and was driven by the demon into the 

wilderness.)  –,9,30 

Then Jesus asked him, saying, 

“What is your name?” 

And he answered, saying, 

“My name is Legion; for we are many.” 

[a Roman legion was 6,000] 

because many demons had entered him.  

–,10,31  Also they begged Him earnestly 

that He would not command them to go 

out of the country into the abyss.  30,11,32a 

 

Now a good way off from them there 

was a large herd of swine feeding there 

near [on] the mountains.  31,12,32b 

So all the demons begged Him, saying, 

“If You cast us out, send us to the swine, 

that we may enter them.”  32a,13a,32c 

And at once Jesus gave them permission; 

He said to them, 

“Go.”  32b,13b,33 

Then the unclean spirits [demons] 

went out of the man and entered the 

herd of swine (there were about two 

thousand [2,000] [3 per pig?]); and 

suddenly the whole herd of swine ran 

violently down the steep place into the 

sea, and drowned in the water.  33,14a,34 

 

So, when those who fed the swine saw 

what had happened, they fled, and went 

away into the city and into the country, 

and told everything, including what had 

happened to the demonized [demon-

possessed] men [man]. 34a,14b,35a  And 

behold, the whole city went out to see 

what it was that had happened.  34b,15,35b  

Then they came out to meet Jesus, and 

saw the one who had been demonized 

[demon-possessed] and had the legion, 

from whom the demons had departed, 

sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and 

in his right mind.  And they were afraid.  

–,16,36  And those who has seen it told 

them how it happened to him who had 

been demonized [demon-possessed]–– 

by what means he was healed, and about 

the swine.  34c,17,37a 

 

Then the whole multitude of the sur-

rounding region of the Gadarenes began 

to plead with Him to depart from them 

[and] their region, for they were seized 

with great fear.  [They had many more 

pigs?]  –,18a,37b  And when He got into 

the boat [to] return,  –,18b,38a  the man 

from whom the demons had departed 

begged Him that he might be with Him.  

–,19a,38b  However, Jesus did not permit 

him, but sent him away, saying to him,  
–,19b,39a 
 

“Return to your own house. 

Go home to your friends, and tell them 

what great things the Lord, God, has 

done for you, and how He has had 

compassion on you.”  –,20,39b 

And he departed, went on his way, 

and began to proclaim throughout the 

whole city [of] Decapolis what great 

things –– all –– that Jesus had done 

for him; and all marveled.

that a great multitude welcomed [and] 

gathered to Him, for they were all wait-

ing for Him; and He was by the sea.  

18a,22,41a  While He spoke these things 

to them, behold, one of the rulers of the 

synagogue came, and he was a man 

named Jairus.  And when he saw Him 

he fell down at Jesus’ feet, worshiped 

Him,  –,23a,41b  and begged Him earnestly 

to come to his house,  –,–,42a  for he 

had an only daughter about twelve [12] 

years of age, and she was dying.  [He 

said,]  18b,23b,– 

“My little daughter lies at the point of 

death.  Come and lay Your hands on 

her, that she may be healed, and she 

will live.”  19,24a,– 

So Jesus arose and followed him, and 

so did His disciples.  20a,24b,42b 
 

(Woman With a Flow of Blood... 

And, as He went, a great multitude fol-

lowed Him and thronged Him.  20b,25,43a  

Now a certain woman had a flow of 

blood for twelve [12] years,  –,26,43b  

and had suffered many things from 

many physicians.  [Coincidence that 

she had blood flow for 12 years and 

the girl was 12.]  She had spent all that 

she had –– all her livelihood –– on phy-

sicians and could not be healed by any, 

and was no better, but rather grew worse.  

20c,27,44a  When she heard about Jesus, 

she suddenly came from behind Him in 

the crowd and touched the hem [border] 

of His garment.  21,28,–  For she said, 

“If only I may touch His garment 

[clothes], I shall be made well.”  –,29,44b 

And immediately the fountain [flow] 

of her blood was dried up [stopped], 

and she felt in her body that she was 

healed of the affliction.  –,30a,–  And 

Jesus, immediately knowing in Him-

self that power had gone out of Him, 

turned around in the crowd  –,29b,45a  and 

Jesus said, 

“Who touched Me [My clothes]?” –,31,45b 

But, when all denied it, His disciples, 

Peter and those with him, said to Him, 

“Master, You see the multitudes 

thronging and pressing You, 

and You say, 

  ‘Who touched Me [My clothes]?’?” 

–,–,46  But Jesus said, 

“Somebody touched Me, for I perceived 

power going out from Me.”  22a,32,– 

And He looked around to see her who 

had done this thing.  –,33,47a 

 

Now when the woman saw that she was 

not hidden, she came, fearing and trem-

bling, knowing what had happened to 

her, and fell down before Him and told 

Him the whole truth.  –,–,47b  She declared 

to Him in the presence of all the people 

the reason she had touched Him and 

how she was healed immediately. 22b,34,48  

And when He saw her, He said to her, 

“Daughter, be of good cheer. 

Your faith has made you well. 

Go in peace, and 

be healed of your affliction.” 

And the woman was made well from 

that hour. 

...Woman With a Flow of Blood) 

 

–,35,49 ¶ While He was still speaking, 

someone came from the ruler of the 

synagogue’s house, saying to him, 

“Your daughter is dead.  Why [Do not] 

trouble the Teacher any further?”  –,36,50 

As soon as Jesus heard the word that 

was spoken, He said to the ruler of the 

synagogue, 

“Do not be afraid; only believe, 

and she will be made well.”  –,37,51 

And, when He came into the house, He 

permitted no one to follow Him [go in] 

except Peter, James, and John the broth-

er of James, and the father and mother 

of the girl.  23,38,–  Then Jesus came into 

the house of the ruler of the synagogue, 

and saw a tumult –– the flute players, 

the noisy crowd, and those who wept 

and wailed loudly.  24a,39,52 

 

Now all wept and mourned for her; 

but when He came in, He said to them, 

“Why make this commotion and weep?  

Do not weep.  Make room, for the girl 

child is not dead, but sleeping.”

and He said that something should be 

given her to eat.

Jesus Heals Two Blind Men 

27 ¶  When Jesus departed from there, 

two blind men followed Him, crying

And Jesus 

said to them, 

“Do you believe 

that I am able to do this?” 

They said to Him, 

“Yes, Lord.”  29

54a,1 ¶  Then He went out from there and 

came to His own country, and His dis-

ciples followed Him.  54b,2  And when 

the Sabbath had come, He began to teach 

them in their synagogue.  And many 

hearing Him were astonished, saying, 

“Where did this Man get these things?  

And what wisdom is this that is given 

to Him, that such mighty works are per-

formed by His hands!  55,3a  Is this not 

the carpenter, the carpenter’s son? 

Is not His mother called Mary, and 

His brothers: James, Joses, Judas, 

and Simon?  56,3b  And His sisters, are 

they not all here with us?

36,–  But when He saw the multi-

tudes, He was moved with compassion 

for them, because they were weary and 

scattered, like sheep having no shepherd.

gave them power/authority  [Greek:] 

 [dunamis (pwr), exousia (auth.)] 

 over unclean spirits [all demons], 

to cast them out, and  [Gk: therapeuo:] 

to heal all kinds of sickness and 

to cure all kinds of disease. [  "  ] 

[Mt 10:2-4 and parallels (lists of the

5,8a,3a ¶  These twelve [12] Jesus sent 

out and He commanded them, saying:

17,9a,12a  But beware of men [and] watch 

out for yourselves, for, before all these 

things [listed previously in Mt 24 || Mk 

13 || Lu 21], they will lay their hands 

on you and persecute you, deliver you 

up to councils and scourge you in their 

synagogues and prisons.  18a,9b,12b  You 

will be brought before governors, rulers, 

and kings for My [name’s] sake,  18b,9c,13  

But it will turn out for you as an occa-

sion for a testimony to them.  18c,10,–  

And the gospel must first be preached 

to the Gentiles, all the nations.  19a,11,14a  

But when they arrest you and deliver 

you up, do not worry –– settle it in your 

hearts not to meditate beforehand on 

what you will answer; or premeditate 

how or what you will speak;  –,–,15  for I 

will give you a mouth and wisdom that 

all your adversaries will not be able to 

contradict or resist.  19b,11b,–  For it will 

be given to you in that hour what you 

should speak –– speak that;  20,11c,–   for 

it is not you who speak, but the Holy 

Spirit of your Father who speaks in you.  

21,12,16 [Audio: S. G. Mt 10:21-25 ] 

Now brother will betray [and]deliver 

up brother to death, and a father his 

child; and children will rise up against 

parents and cause them to be put to 

death; [yes,] they will put some of you 

to death. 22,13,17  And you will be hated 

by all [nations] for My name’s sake. 

Matt. 24:10,9b [copied from Oct 26] 
And then many 

will be offended, 

will betray one another, and 

will hate one another, 9b 

and kill you, and you will be hated 

by all nations for My name’s sake. 

But he who endures to the end [of his 

own life] shall be saved.

Herod Antipas Wonders Who Jesus Is 

1,14a,7a  At that time King Herod the 

tetrarch [ne ~20 BC; reigned 4 BC to AD 

39] heard of all that was done by Him; 

for His name had become well known.  

–,–,9  Herod said, 

“John I have beheaded, but who is this 

of whom I hear such things?” 

So he sought to see Him,  –,–,7b and he 

was perplexed, because it was said by 

some that John had risen from the dead,   

2,14b, –  and he said to his servants, 

“This is John the Baptist; he is risen 

from the dead, and therefore these 

powers are at work in him.”   –,15,8 

Others said, 

“It is Elijah.” [That was JtB.] 

And others said [correctly], 

“It is the Prophet [De 18:15-19], or 

like one of the old prophets.”   –,16,– 

But when Herod heard, he said, 

“This is John, whom I beheaded; he 

has been raised from the dead!”

John the Baptist Beheaded  

at Some Unknown Time Earlier 

For Herod himself had sent and laid 

hold of John, and bound him, and put 

him in prison for the sake of Herodias, 

his brother Philip’s wife; for he had 

married her.  4,18  For John had said to 

Herod, 

“It is not lawful for you to have your 

brother’s wife.”  –,19 

Therefore Herodias held it against him 

and wanted to kill him, but she could 

not [like Jezebel wanting to kill Elijah, 

but Ahab was spineless, as Herod here; 

and JtB “was” Elijah];  5,– 

 

And although he wanted to put him to 

death, he feared the multitude, because 

they counted him as a prophet.  –,20  for 

Herod feared John, knowing that he was 

a just and holy man, and he protected 

him.  And when he heard him, he did 

many things, and heard him gladly.  6a,21 

 

But then an opportune day came when 

Herod on his birthday gave a feast for 

his nobles, the high officers, and the 

chief men of Galilee.  6b,22a  And when 

Herodias’ daughter herself came in 

and danced before them, and pleased 

Herod and those who sat with him,  7,–  

therefore he promised with an oath to 

give her whatever she might ask.  –,22b  

The king said to the girl, 

“Ask me whatever you want, 

and I will give it to you.”  –,23 

He also swore to her, 

“Whatever you ask me, I will give 

you, up to half of my kingdom.”  –,24 

So she went out and said to 

her mother, 

“What shall I ask?” 

And she said, 

“The head of John the Baptist!”  8,25 

So, having been prompted by her 

mother, immediately she came in with 

haste to the king and asked, saying, 

“I want you to give me at once the head 

of John the Baptist here on a platter.”  9,26 

And the king was exceedingly sorry; 

nevertheless, because of the oaths and 

because of those who sat with him, 

he did not want to refuse her, [so] he 

commanded it to be given to her.  10,27 

 

Immediately the king sent an execution-

er and had John beheaded in prison,  

11,27b  and commanded his head to be 

brought.  And he went and beheaded him 

in prison,  11,28  brought his head on a 

platter, and gave it to the girl; and the 

girl gave it to her mother.  12,29  When 

his disciples heard of it, they came and 

took away his corpse and buried [laid] 

it in a tomb, and went and told Jesus. 

13a, – ¶  When Jesus heard it, He  departed 

from there by boat to a deserted place 

by Himself. 

[Slight departure from Jones’ harmony.]

The 12 Return and Report to Jesus 

30,10a ¶  Then the apostles, when they had 

returned, gathered to Jesus and told Him 

all things, both what they had done 

and what they had taught.

[Apparently He had left His prior de-

serted place, because now He and 

His disciples go together to a desert-

ed place.]

When they had crossed over, they came 

to the land of Gennesaret and anchored 

there.  35a,54,–  And when they came out 

of the boat, immediately the people, the 

men of that place, recognized Him,  35b,55,–  

ran through that whole surrounding 

region, and began to carry about on 

beds all those who were sick to wherever 

they heard He was.  –,56a,–  Wherever He 

entered into villages, cities, or in the 

country, they laid the sick in the market-

places,  36,56b,–  and begged Him that 

they might just touch the hem of His 

garment.  And as many as touched Him 

were made perfectly well.

disciples, but His disciples had gone 

away alone –– 23  however, other boats 

came from Tiberias, near the place where 

they ate bread after the Lord had given 

thanks –– 24  when the people therefore 

saw that Jesus was not there, nor His 

disciples, they also got into boats and 

came to Capernaum, seeking Jesus.  25  

And when they found Him on the other 

side of the sea, they said to Him, 

“Rabbi, when did You come here?”  26 

Jesus answered them and said, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you: 

You seek Me, not because you saw the 

signs, but because you ate of the loaves 

and were filled.  27  Do not labor for the 

food that perishes, but for the food 

that endures to Eternal [everlasting] 

life, which the Son of Man will give 

you, because God the Father has set 

His seal [of approval] on Him.” 
 

28 ¶  Then they said to Him,

“What shall we do, that we may work 

the works of God?”  29 

Jesus answered and said to them,

48  I am the bread of 

life.  49  Your fathers ate the manna in 

the wilderness, and are dead.  50  This 

is the bread that comes down from 

heaven, that one may eat of it and not 

die.  51  I am the living bread that came 

down from heaven.  If anyone eats of 

this bread, he will live forever; and 

the bread that I shall give is My flesh, 

which I shall give for the life of the 

world [Greek: kosmos].”  52 

The Jews therefore quarreled among 

themselves, saying, 

“How can this Man give us His flesh 

to eat?”  53 [again, too literal] 

Then Jesus said to them, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you: 

Unless you eat the flesh of the Son of 

Man and drink His blood, you have no 

life in you.  54  Whoever eats [chomps 

on] My flesh and drinks My blood 

[now] has Eternal life, and I will raise 

him up at the last day [Jn 6:39, 40, 44, 

54; 11:24, 12:48].  55  For My flesh is 

food indeed, and My blood is drink 

indeed.  56  He who eats My flesh and 

drinks My blood abides in Me, and I in 

him.  57  As the living Father sent Me, 

and I live because of the Father, so he 

who feeds on Me will live because of 

Me.  58  This is the bread that came down 

from heaven –– not as your fathers 

ate the manna, and are dead.  He who 

eats this bread will live forever.” 59 

These things He said in the synagogue 

as He taught in Capernaum. 

 
60 ¶  Therefore many of His disciples, 

when they heard this, said, 

“This is a hard saying. 

  Who can understand it?”  61 

When Jesus knew in Himself that 

His disciples complained about this, 

He said to them, 

“Does this offend you?  62 

What then if you should see the Son of 

Man ascend where He was before?  63 

It is the Spirit who gives life; 

the [literal] flesh profits nothing. 

The words that I speak to you are spirit 

[-ual, not literal], and they are life 

[eat His words].  64 

But there are some of you 

who do not believe.” 

For Jesus knew from the beginning who 

they were who did not believe, and who 

would betray Him.  65  And He said, 

“Therefore I have said to you that no 

one can come to Me unless it has 

been granted to him by My Father 

[cf. v44].”  66 

From that time many of His disciples 

went back and walked with Him no 

more.  67  Then Jesus said to the twelve, 

“Do you also want to go away?”  68 

But Simon Peter answered Him, 

“Lord, to whom shall we go? 

  You have the words of Eternal life. 69

eat bread with defiled –– that is, with 

unwashed –– hands, they found fault. 

–,3  For the Pharisees and all the Jews 

do not eat unless they wash their hands 

in a special way, holding the tradition 

of the elders.  –,4  When they come from 

the marketplace, they do not eat unless 

they wash.  And there are many other 

things that they have received and 

hold, like the washing of cups, pitch-

ers, copper vessels, and couches.

6,-,-  And when the disciples heard it, 

they fell on their faces and were greatly 

afraid.  7,-,-  But Jesus came and touched 

them and said, 

“Arise, and do not be afraid.”  8,8,36a 

When the voice had ceased, suddenly, 

when they had lifted up their eyes [and] 

looked around, they saw no one anymore, 

but only Jesus with themselves [Law 

& Prophets  New Covenant].  9,9,36b    

Now as they came down from the moun-

tain, Jesus commanded them, saying, 

“Tell the vision to no one until the 

Son of Man is risen from the dead.” 

–,10,36c  So they quietly kept this word 

to themselves, and told no one in those 

days any of the things they had seen, 

[while] questioning what the “rising 

from the dead” meant.

Then the disciples understood that He 

spoke to them of John the Baptist.

come down from the mountain to the 

[other] disciples, that He saw a great 

multitude around them, and scribes 

disputing with them.  –,15, – Immediately, 

when they saw Him, all the people 

were greatly amazed, and running to 

Him, met [and] greeted Him.   –,16, –  

And He asked the scribes, 

“What are you discussing with them?” 

14b,17a,38a  Then suddenly one of the 

crowd, a man, came to Him, kneeling 

down to Him, and cried out and said,  
–,–,38b 

“Teacher, I implore You, look on my 

son, for he is my only child. 15,–,–  

Lord, have mercy on my son, for he is 

an epileptic and suffers severely; for 

he often falls into the fire and often 

into the water. –,17b,39a  Teacher, I 

brought You my son, who, behold, has 

a mute spirit.  –,18a,39b  And wherever it 

seizes him, he suddenly cries out and 

it throws him down [and] convulses 

him so that he foams at the mouth, 

grinds [gnashes] his teeth, and becomes 

rigid; and it departs from him with 

great difficulty, bruising him. 16,18c,40   

So I brought him to, spoke to, [and] 

implored, Your disciples, that they 

should cast it out, but they could not 

cure him.”  17,19,41 

Then Jesus answered him and said, 

“O faithless and perverse generation! 

How long shall I be with you? 

How long shall I bear with you? 

Bring your son here to Me.” 

TG5 = fifth “this generation”; 

obviously Jesus’ own generation: 

for TG4, see Mk 8:38 on Oct 11. 

–,20,42a  Then they brought him to Him.  

And as he was still coming, and when 

he saw Him, immediately the demon 

threw him down and the spirit con-

vulsed him, and he fell on the ground 

and wallowed, foaming at the mouth.  

–,21,–  So He asked his father, 

“How long has this been happening to 

him?” 

And he said, 

“From childhood.  22  And often he has 

thrown him both into the fire and into 

the water to destroy him.  But if You 

can do anything, have compassion on 

us and help us.”  –,23,– 

Jesus said to him, 

“If you can believe, all things are 

possible to him who believes.”  –,24,– 

Immediately the father of the child 

cried out and said with tears, 

“Lord, I believe; help my unbelief!” 
18a,25,42b 
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When Jesus saw that the people came 

running together, He rebuked the un-

clean spirit, the demon, saying to it, 

“Deaf and dumb spirit, I command 

you, come out of him and 

enter him no more!”  18b,26,42c 

Then the spirit cried out, convulsed 

him greatly, and it came out of him, 

and the child was cured (healed) from 

that very hour.  And he became as one 

dead, so that many said, 

“He is dead.”  –,27,42d 

But Jesus took him by the hand and 

lifted him up, and he arose.  And [Je-

sus] gave him back to his father.  –,–,43a  

And they were all amazed at the majesty 

[AV: mighty power] of God.  

 
19,28,–  And when He had come into the 

house, His disciples came to Jesus 

privately and said, 

“Why could we not cast it out?”  20,29a,– 

So Jesus said to them, 

“Because of your unbelief. 

For assuredly, I say to you: 

If you have faith as a mustard seed, 

you will say to this mountain, 

[Mt. Zion, the religious establishment] 

‘Move from here to there’, 

and it will move; and nothing will be 

impossible for you.  21,29b,–  However, 

this kind does not go out 

except by prayer and fasting [and] 

by nothing but.” 

 [“and fasting” not in Alex. text]

A Second Time: Jesus Predicts His 

Death and Resurrection 

–,–,43b But while everyone marveled 

at all the things that Jesus did,  –,30, –   

they departed from there and passed 

through Galilee, and He did not want 

anyone to know it.  22a,31a,43c  For, now, 

while they were staying in Galilee, 

Jesus taught His disciples and said to 

them,  22b,30b,44 

“Let these words sink down into your 

ears, for the Son of Man is about to be 

betrayed into the hands of men, and 

they will kill Him.  And after He is 

killed, He will rise the third [3
rd

] day.” 

And they were exceedingly sorrowful.  

–,32,45  But they did not understand this 

saying, and it was hidden from them so 

that they did not perceive it; and they 

were afraid to ask Him about this saying.

Miracle: Temple Tax Money in a Fish 

24 ¶  When they had come to Capernaum, 

those who received the temple tax came 

to Peter and said,

And when he had come into the house, 

Jesus anticipated him, saying, 

“What do you think, Simon? 

From whom do the kings of the lands

they had disputed among themselves 

as to which of them would be the 

greatest.  1b,35a,47a  And Jesus perceiving 

the thought of their heart, sat down, 

called the twelve [12],  1b,–,–,  and the 

disciples came to Jesus, saying, 

“Who then is greatest in 

the Kingdom of Heaven?” –,35b,– 

[and He] said to them,

–,–,1a ¶  Then He said to the disciples,

him if a millstone were hung around 

his neck, and he were thrown into, 

[and] drowned in, the depth of the sea, 

than that he should offend one of 

these little ones.

Woe to the world because of offenses!

Life Here and Now, or Fire Later 

8,43(45)  If your hand or foot causes you 

to sin, cut it off and cast it from you. 

It is better for you to enter into life 

lame or maimed, rather than having 

two hands or two feet, to be cast into 

the Eternal [everlasting] fire 

[   αἰώνιος “age-spanning”] 

–– .to go to Gehenna [hell], into the 

fire that shall never be quenched 

[Greek: “hell” is gehenna = the 

Valley of (the son of) Hinnom: 

Jer 7:30-34; 19:6-9 – the city 

dump with fire always burning] 

–– –,44(46)  where 

‘Their worm does not die, 

And the fire is not quenched.’  9,47 
 

Isaiah 66:23-24 

And it shall come to pass that 

from one New Moon to another, and 

from one Sabbath to another, 

all flesh shall come to worship 

 before Me”, 

 says YHWH.  24 

“And they shall go forth and look 

Upon the corpses of the men 

Who have transgressed against Me. 

 For their worm does not die, 

And their fire is not quenched. 

They shall be an abhorrence to all ...” 

And if your eye causes you to sin, pluck 

it out and cast it from you.  It is better 

for you to enter into life –– the King-

dom of God –– with one eye, rather 

than having two eyes, to be cast into 

Gehenna [hell] fire

 Mt 5:13 Sermon on the Mt: lost flavor; 

 Col 4:6 speech seasoned with salt]

One of One Hundred Found: Joy 

10  Take heed that you do not despise 

one of these little ones, for I say to you 

that in heaven their angels always see 

the face of My Father who is in heaven.  

11  For the Son of Man has come to save 

that which was lost.  [Lu 19:10]  12 

[Jesus retells this later 

as a parable in Lu 15:3-7:] 

What do you think?  If a man has 

a hundred [100] sheep, and one of 

them goes astray, does he not leave 

the ninety-nine [99] and go to the 

mountains to seek the one [1] that 

is straying?  13  And if he should 

find it, assuredly, I say to you: 

he rejoices more over that sheep 

than over the ninety-nine [99] that 

did not go astray.

Steps to Brotherly Reconciliation 

15 ¶  Moreover if your brother sins 

against you, 

[R1] go and tell him his fault between 

you and him alone.  If he hears you, 

you have gained your brother.  16   But 

if he will not hear, 

[R2] take with you one or two more, 

that 

‘by the mouth of two or three witnesses 

every word may be established.’  17 

Deuteronomy 19:15 

One witness shall not rise against a 

man concerning any iniquity or any 

sin that he commits; 

by the mouth of two or three witnesses 

the matter shall be established. 

And if he refuses to hear them, 

[R3] tell it to the church [assembly; 

“the” church did not yet exist].  But 

if he refuses even to hear the church, 

[R4] let him be to you like 

a heathen and a tax collector.  18

Assuredly, I say to you: 

[Repeat of Mt 16:19 (Oct 9, 11):] 

Whatever you bind on land [earth] 

[the physical realm] will have been 

[be] bound in heaven [the spiritual 

realm], and whatever you loose on 

land [earth] will have been [be] loosed 

in heaven.  19 

 

[Audio: S. Gregg Mt 18:19-20] 

Again, I say to you that: 

If two of you agree on land [earth] 

[the physical realm] concerning any-

thing that they ask, it will be done for 

them by My Father in heaven [the 

spiritual realm].  20  For where two or 

three are gathered together in My name, 

I am there in the midst of them.” 

21 ¶  Then Peter came to Him and said, 

“Lord, how often shall my brother sin 

against me, and I forgive him? 

Up to seven [7] times?”  22 

Jesus said to him, 

“I do not say to you, ‘up to seven [7] 

times’, but, ‘up to seventy [70] times 

seven [7] [=490]’.  23

Parable of the Unforgiving Servant 

Therefore the Kingdom of Heaven is 

like [illustrated by] a certain king who 

wanted to settle accounts with his serv-

ants.  24  And when he had begun to 

settle accounts, one was brought to him 

who owed him ten thousand [10,000] 

talents.  25  But as he was not able to 

pay, his master commanded that he be 

sold, with his wife and children and 

all that he had, and that payment be 

made.  26  The servant therefore fell 

down before him, saying, 

‘Master, have patience with me, 

and I will pay you all.’  27 

Then the master of that servant was 

moved with compassion, released him, 

and forgave him the debt.  28  But that 

servant went out and found one of his 

fellow servants who owed him a hun-

dred [100] denarii; and he laid hands 

on him and took him by the throat, 

saying, 

‘Pay me what you owe!’  29 

So his fellow servant fell down at his 

feet and begged him, saying,

34  And his master was angry, and 

delivered him to the torturers until he 

should pay all that was due to him.  35  

So My heavenly Father also will do 

to you if each of you, from his heart, 

does not forgive his brother his tres-

passes [against you].”

Jesus Rejects His Brothers’ Advice 

2  Now the Jews’ Feast of Tabernacles 

was at hand [in the fall].  3  His brothers

works that You are doing.  4  For no 

one does anything in secret while he 

himself seeks to be known openly.  If 

You do these things, show Yourself 

to the world.”  5 

For even His brothers did not believe 

in Him.

7  The world can-

not hate you, but it hates Me because 

I testify of it that its works are evil.

Jesus Secretly Goes to the Feast of 

Tabernacles at Jerusalem  (AD 29) 

10  But when His brothers had gone up, 

then He also went up [up the hill to Jeru-

salem] to the feast [in the fall], not open-

ly, but as it were in secret.  11  Then the 

Jews sought Him at the feast, and said, 

“Where is He?”  12 

And there was much complaining among 

the people concerning Him. Some said, 

“He is good”; 

others said, 

“No, on the contrary, 

He deceives the people.”  13 

However, no one spoke openly of Him 

for fear of the Jews [i.e., the leaders: 

the speakers were also Jews]. 

 

14 ¶  Now about the middle of the feast 

Jesus went up into the temple and taught.  

15  And the Jews marveled, saying, 

“How does this Man know letters, 

having never studied?”  16 

Jesus answered them and said, 

“My teaching [doctrine] is not Mine, 

but His who sent Me.  17  If anyone 

wants to do His will, he shall know 

concerning the teaching [doctrine], 

whether it is from God or whether I 

speak on My own authority.  18  He 

who speaks from himself seeks his 

own glory; but He who seeks the glory 

of the One who sent Him is true, 

and no unrighteousness is in Him.  19 

Did not Moses give you the law, 

yet none of you keeps the law? 

Why do you seek to kill Me?”  20 

The people answered and said, 

 “You have a demon. 

Who is seeking to kill You?”  21 

Jesus answered and said to them, 

“I did one work, and you all marvel.  22  

Moses therefore gave you circumcision 

(not that it is from Moses, but from the 

fathers [i.e., Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, 

...]), and you circumcise a man on the 

Sabbath.  23  If a man receives circum-

cision on the Sabbath, so that the law 

of Moses should not be broken, are you 

angry with Me because I made a man 

completely well on the Sabbath?  24  

Do not judge according to appearance, 

but judge with righteous judgment.”  25 

Now some of them from Jerusalem said, 

“Is this not He whom they seek to kill? 

[The locals knew!]  26  But look!  He 

speaks boldly, and they say nothing to 

Him.  Do the rulers know indeed that 

this is truly the Christ?  27  However, 

we know where this Man is from; but 

when the Christ comes, no one knows 

where He is from [wrong: see Micah 

5:2 (to the right)].”  28 

Then Jesus [exceptionally] cried out, 

as He taught in the temple, saying, 

“You both know Me, and you know 

where I am from; and I have not 

come of Myself, but He who sent Me 

is true, whom you do not know.  29  

But I know Him, for I am from Him, 

and He sent Me.”  30 

Therefore they sought to take Him; 

but no one laid a hand on Him, be-

cause His hour had not yet come.  31 

 

And many of the people believed into 

[in] Him, and said, 

“When the Christ comes, will He do 

more signs than these that this Man 

has done?”  32 

 [Audio: Steve Gregg Jn 7:32-53] 

The Pharisees heard the crowd mur-

muring these things concerning Him, 

and the Pharisees and the chief priests 

sent officers to take Him [but see v45]. 

33  Then Jesus said to them, [~6 mos.] 

“I shall be with you a little while longer, 

and then I go to Him who sent Me.  34  

You will seek Me and not find Me, 

and where I am you cannot come.”  35 

Then the Jews said among themselves, 

“Where does He intend to go that we 

shall not find Him?  Does He intend 

to go to the Dispersion among the 

Greeks and teach the Greeks?  36  

What is this thing that He said, 

‘You will seek Me and not find Me, 

and where I am you cannot come’?” 

 

37 ¶  On the last day, that great day of 

the feast, Jesus [exceptionally] stood 

and cried out, saying [announcing], 

“If anyone thirsts, let him come to Me 

and drink.  38  He who believes in[to]  

Me, as the Scripture has said, out of his 

heart will flow rivers of living water.” 39 

Zechariah 14:8 
And in that day it shall be 

That living waters shall flow from 

Jerusalem [Zion: Is 28:16, the Church: 

1Co 2:13-14 (requires spiritual dis-

cernment), He 12:18vs22], 

Half of them toward the eastern sea 

And half of them toward the western 

sea; In both summer and winter it 

shall occur. 

Jeremiah 2:13  For My people 

  have committed two evils: 

They have forsaken Me, 

 the fountain of living waters, 

And hewn themselves cisterns –– 

broken cisterns that can hold no water. 

Jeremiah 17:13 
O YHWH, the hope of Israel, 

All who forsake You shall be ashamed. 

“Those who depart from Me 

Shall be written in the land [earth], 

Because they have forsaken YHWH, 

 The fountain of living waters.” 

But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, 

whom those believing in[to] Him would 

receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet 

given, because Jesus was not yet glori-

fied.  [Hence, Zec 14:8 was fulfilled 

starting with Jesus’ glorification: res-

urrection and seating at the right hand 

of His Father.  The living waters (the 

Holy Spirit) began to flow as the new 

believers in Him flowed out of Jerusa-

lem to spread the gospel to all the world: 

Joel 3:18, Eze 47:1; Is 12:3 wells of 

salvation; Is 55:1 spiritual thirst; Is 32; 

Jer 31:12 well-watered souls; Re 22:17.] 
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Differing Opinions About Jesus 

40  Therefore many from the crowd, when 

they heard this saying, said, 

“Truly this is the Prophet.”  41 

De 18:15  YHWH your God will raise 

up for you a Prophet like me [Moses] 

from your midst, from your brethren.  

Him you shall hear, 

De 18:18  ‘I will raise up for them a 

Prophet like you from among their 

brethren, and will put My words in 

His mouth, and He shall speak to them 

all that I command Him. 

[Many other quotes could be added.] 

Others said, 

“This is the Christ.” 

But some said, 

“Will the Christ come out of Galilee?  42  

Has not the Scripture said that the 

Christ comes from the seed of David 

and from the town of Bethlehem, where 

David was?”  43 

Micah 5:2 
But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, 

Though you are little among the 

thousands of Judah, Yet out of you 

shall come forth to Me The One to be 

Ruler in Israel, Whose goings forth 

are from of old, From everlasting. 

So there was a division [cf. 9:16] 

among the people because of Him.  44  

Now some of them wanted to take 

Him, but no one laid hands on Him. 

 

Nicodemus Defends Jesus 

[Possibly a day or more later:] 

45 ¶  Then the officers [see v32] came 

to the chief priests and Pharisees, who 

said to them, 

“Why have you not brought Him?”  46 

The officers answered, 

“No man ever spoke like this Man!”  47 

Then the Pharisees answered them, 

“Are you also deceived?  48  Have any 

of the rulers or the Pharisees believed 

into [in] Him?  49  But this crowd that 

does not know the law is accursed.”  50 

Nicodemus (he who came to Jesus by 

night, being one of them) said to them,  51 

“Does our law judge a man before it 

hears him and knows what he is do-

ing?”  52 

They answered and said to him, 

“Are you also from Galilee? 

Search and look, for no prophet 

has arisen out of Galilee.”  53 

[Huh?  Hosea, Jonah, …  They are 

desperate, to the extent of perverting 

the truth.] 

And everyone went to his own house.

Woman Taken in Adultery 

8:1 ¶  But Jesus went to the Mount of 

Olives.  2  Now early in the morning 

He came again into the temple, and all 

the people came to Him; and He sat 

down and taught them.  3  Then the 

scribes and Pharisees brought to Him 

a woman caught in adultery. [And the 

man with her?]  And when they had set 

her in the midst,  4  they said to Him, 

“Teacher, this woman was caught in 

adultery, in the very act.  5 

Now Moses, in the law, commanded 

us that such should be stoned.  But 

what do You say?”  6 

Leviticus 20:10 

The man [cf. De 22:22] 

who commits adultery 

 with another man’s wife, he 

who commits adultery 

 with his neighbor’s wife, 

the adulterer and the adulteress, 

shall surely be put to death. 

This they said, testing Him, that they 

might have something of which to 

accuse Him.  But Jesus stooped down 

and wrote on the ground with His 

finger, as though He did not hear.  7 

So when they continued asking Him, 

He raised Himself up and said to them, 

“He who is without sin among you, 

let him throw a stone at her first.”  8 

[cf. De 17:7 “witnesses…first”] 

And again He stooped down and wrote 

on the ground.  9  Then those who 

heard it, being convicted by their con-

science, went out one by one, begin-

ning with the oldest even to the last.  

And Jesus was left alone, and the 

woman standing in the midst.  10  When 

Jesus had raised Himself up and saw 

no one but the woman, He said to her, 

“Woman, where are those accusers of 

yours?  Has no one condemned you?”  11 

She said, 

“No one, Lord.” 

And Jesus said to her, 

“Neither do I condemn you. 

Go and sin no more.”

Jesus’ (Six) Discourses: 

1. “I am the Light of the World” 

Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, 

“I am the light of the world.  He who 

follows Me shall not walk in darkness, 

but have the light of life.”  13 

The Pharisees therefore said to Him, 

“You bear witness of Yourself. 

Your witness is not true.”  14 

Jesus answered and said to them, 

“Even if I bear witness of Myself, My 

witness is true, for I know where I came 

from and where I am going; but you 

do not know where I come from and 

where I am going.  15  You judge accord 

ing to the flesh; I judge no one.  [cf. 

9:39]  16  And yet if I do judge, My 

judgment is true; for I am not alone, 

but I am with the Father, who sent 

Me.  17  It is also written in your law 

that the testimony of two men is true. 

De 19:15  One witness shall not rise 

against a man concerning any iniq-

uity or any sin that he commits; by 

the mouth of two or three witnesses 

the matter shall be established. 

18  I am One who bears witness of 

Myself, and the Father, who sent Me, 

bears witness of Me.”  19 

Then they said to Him, 

“Where is Your Father?” 

Jesus answered, 

“You know neither Me nor My Father. 

If you had known Me, you would have 

known My Father also.”  20 

These words Jesus spoke in the treas-

ury, as He taught in the temple; and no 

one laid hands on Him, for His hour 

had not yet come. 

 

2. “Not of This World” 

21 ¶  Then Jesus said to them again, 

“I am going away, and you will 

seek Me, and will die in your sin. 

Where I go you cannot come.”  22 

So the Jews said, 

“Will He kill Himself, because He says, 

‘Where I go you cannot come’?”  23 

And He said to them, 

“You are from beneath [land: this world 

system]; I am from above [heaven].  

You are of this world; I am not of this 

world.

They did not understand that He spoke 

to them of the Father.  28  Then Jesus 

said to them, 

“When you lift up the Son of Man, then 

you will know that I am He, and that 

I do nothing of Myself; but as My Fa-

ther taught Me, I speak these things.  29  

And He who sent Me is with Me.  The 

Father has not left Me alone, for I always 

do those things that please Him.”  30 

As He spoke these words, many believed 

into [in] Him. 

 

3. “The Truth Shall Set You Free” 

31 ¶  Then Jesus said 

to those Jews who believed Him, 

“If you abide [continue] in My word, 

you are My disciples indeed.  32  And 

you shall know the truth, and 

the truth shall make you free.”  33 

They [non-believers] answered Him, 

“We are Abraham’s descendants, and 

have never been in bondage to anyone.  

How can you say,  [Rome, Greece, ...?] 

‘You will be made free’?”  34 

Jesus answered them, 

“Most assuredly, I say to you: 

Whoever commits sin is a slave of sin.  

35  And a slave does not abide in the 

house forever, but a son abides forever.  

36  Therefore if the Son makes you free, 

you shall be free indeed.  37 

I know that you are Abraham’s [phys.] 

descendants, but you seek to kill Me, 

because My word has no place in you. 

 

4. “If God Were Your Father, ...” 

38 ¶  I speak what I have seen with My 

Father, and you do what you have seen 

with your father.”  39 

They answered and said to Him, 

“Abraham is our father.”    [ Ga 3:6] 

Jesus said to them, [ spiritual] 

“If you were Abraham’s children, you 

would do the works of Abraham.  40  

But now you seek to kill Me, a Man 

who has told you the truth that I heard 

from God.  Abraham did not do this.  

41  You do the deeds of your father.” 

Then they said to Him, 

“We were not born of fornication. 

We have one Father –– God.”  42 

Jesus said to them, 

“If God were your Father, you would 

love Me, for I proceeded forth and came 

from God; nor have I come of Myself, 

but He sent Me.  43  Why do you not 

understand My speech?  Because you 

are not able to listen to My word.  44  

You are of your father the devil, and 

the desires of your father you want to 

do.  He was a murderer from the begin-

ning [in Cain, killing Abel], and does 

not stand in the truth, because there is 

no truth in him.  When he speaks a lie, 

he speaks from his own resources [self, 

character, heart], for he is a liar and 

the father of it.  45  But because I tell 

the truth, you do not believe Me. 

 

5. “You Are Not of God” 

46 ¶  Which of you convicts Me of sin? 

And if I tell the truth, why do you not 

believe Me?  47  He who is of God hears 

God’s words; therefore you do not hear, 

because you are not of God.”  48 

Then the Jews [i.e., the leaders] 

answered and said to Him, 

“Do we not say rightly that You are a 

Samaritan and have a demon?”  49 

Jesus answered, 

“I do not have a demon; but I honor My 

Father, and you dishonor Me.  50  And 

I do not seek My own glory; there is 

One who seeks [My glory] and judges. 

 

6. “Before Abraham was, I AM” 

51 ¶  Most assuredly, I say to you: 

If anyone keeps My word, 

he shall never see death.”  52 

Then the Jews said to Him, 

“Now we know that You have a demon!  

Abraham is dead, and the prophets; 

and You say, 
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‘If anyone keeps My word, 

he shall never taste death.’  53 

Are You greater than our father Abra-

ham, who is dead?  And the prophets 

[who] are dead?  Whom do You make 

Yourself out to be?”  54 

Jesus answered, 

“If I honor Myself, My honor is noth-

ing.  It is My Father who honors Me, 

of whom you say that He is your God.  

55  Yet you have not known Him, but 

I know Him.  And if I say, 

 ‘I do not know Him’, 

I shall be a liar like you; but I do 

know Him and 

keep  His word.  56 

Your father Abraham rejoiced to see 

My day, and he saw it and was glad.”  57 

Then the Jews said to Him, 

“You are not yet fifty [50] years old, 

and have You seen Abraham?”  58 

Jesus said to them,  

“Most assuredly, I say to you: 

Before Abraham was, I AM.”

Jesus answered, 

“Neither this man nor his parents sinned, 

but that the works of God should be 

revealed in him,  4  I must work the 

works of Him who sent Me while it is 

day; the night is coming when no one 

can work.  5  As long as I am in the 

world, I am the light of the world.” 

[After he left (at His ascension), it was 

night until Pentecost, when the body 

of Christ (believers) began to shine 

His glory in His place.]

us in Your name.”  18 

And He said to them, 

“I saw Satan fall like lightning from 

heaven.
28

  19  Behold, I give you the 

authority to trample on serpents and 

scorpions [figuratively, on powers of 

the enemy, as summed up next], and 

over all the power of the enemy, and 

nothing shall by any means hurt you.  

20  Nevertheless do not rejoice in this, 

that the spirits are subject to you, but 

rather rejoice because your names are 

[figuratively] written in heaven.”  21 

In that hour Jesus rejoiced in the Spirit 

and said, 

“I thank You, Father, Lord of heaven 

and land [earth], that You have hidden 

these things from [those who think 

themselves to be] the wise and prudent 

and revealed them to babes.  Even so, 

Father, for so it seemed good in Your 

sight.  22  [And now to the seventy:] 

 All things have been delivered to Me by 

My Father, and no one knows who the 

Son is except the Father, and who the 

Father is except the Son, and the one

At a Pharisee’s Table 

Jesus Pronounces Woes on the 

Pharisees, Scribes, and Lawyers 

37 ¶  And as He spoke, a certain Pharisee 

asked Him to dine with him.  So He went 

in and sat down to eat.  38  When the 

Pharisee saw it, he marveled that He 

had not first washed before dinner.   39  

Then the Lord said to him, 

“Now you Pharisees make the outside 

of the cup and dish clean, but your 

inward part is full of greed and wick-

edness.  40  Foolish ones!  Did not He 

who made the outside make the inside 

also?  41  But rather give alms of such 

things as you have; then indeed all 

things are clean to you.  42  But: 

 

Woe to you Pharisees! [cf. Mt 23:1-36] 

For you tithe mint and rue and all 

manner of herbs, and pass by justice 

and the love of God.  These you 

ought to have done, without leaving 

the others undone.  43 

 

Woe to you Pharisees!  [Cf. Ja 2:1-4] 

For you love 

the best seats in the synagogues and 

greetings in the marketplaces.  44 

 

Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, 

hypocrites [play actors, performers]! 

For you are like graves that are not 

seen, and the men who walk over them 

are not aware of them.”  45 

 

Then one of the lawyers answered and 

said to Him, 

“Teacher, by saying these things You 

reproach us also.”  46 

And He said, 

“Woe to you also, lawyers! 

For you load men with burdens hard 

to bear, and you yourselves do not 

touch the burdens with one of your 

fingers.  47 

Woe to you! 

For you build the tombs of the proph-

ets, and your fathers killed them.  48  

In fact, you bear witness that you 

approve the deeds of your fathers; 

for they indeed killed them, and you 

build their tombs.  49  Therefore the 

wisdom of God also said [to Me], 

 

[Not a quote: maybe Himself: Mt 23:34] 

‘I will send them prophets and 

apostles, and some of them they 

will kill and persecute’,  50 

that the blood of all the prophets that 

was shed from the foundation of the 

world may be required of this genera-

tion,  51  from the blood of Abel [shortly 

after the world was founded, i.e., “the 

beginning” (Ge 1:1)] to the blood of 

Zechariah [520-... BC] who perished 

between the altar and the temple. 

Yes, I say to you: 

It shall be required of this generation.  52 

TG6 = sixth “this generation”; 

obviously Jesus’ own generation: 

for  TG5,  see Mt 17:17 || Mk 9:19 || 

Lu 9:41 on Oct 12. 

Woe to you lawyers!  [1Th 2:14-17] 

For you have taken away the key of 

knowledge.  You did not enter in your-

selves, and those who were entering 

in you hindered.”  53 

And as He said these things to them, 

the scribes and the Pharisees began to 

assail Him vehemently, and to cross-

examine Him about many things,  54  

lying in wait for Him, and seeking to 

catch Him in something He might say, 

that they might accuse Him. 

 

Luke 12 [Audio: S. G. Lu 12:1-34] 

The Leaven of the Pharisees (2
nd

 Time) 

12:1 ¶  In the meantime, when an innu-

merable multitude of people had gath-

ered together, so that they trampled 

one another, He began to say to His 

disciples first of all, 

 “Beware of the leaven of the Phari-

sees, which is hypocrisy [play acting].  

2  For there is nothing covered that 

will not be revealed, nor hidden that 

will not be known.  3  Therefore 

whatever you have spoken in the 

dark will be heard in the light, and 

what you have spoken in the ear in 

inner rooms will be proclaimed on 

the housetops. 

 

Do Not Fear Man – God Cares for You 

4  And I say to you, My friends: 

Do not be afraid of those who kill the 

body, and after that have no more that 

they can do.  5  But I will show you 

whom you should fear: 

Fear Him who, 

 after He has killed, [AD 70] 

has power to cast into [Is 30:33] 

 Gehenna [hell] [Je 7:31-33, 19:1,7] 

[Greek: the Valley of Hinnom]; 

yes, I say to you, fear Him!  6 

Are not five [5] sparrows sold for two 

[2] copper coins?   And not one of them 

is forgotten before God.  7  But the very 

hairs of your head are all numbered.  

Do not fear therefore; you are of more 

value than many sparrows.  8 
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Also I say to you, whoever confesses 

Me before men, him the Son of Man also 

will confess before the angels of God.  

9   But he who denies Me before men 

will be denied before the angels of God.  

10  And anyone who speaks a word 

 against the Son of Man, 

it will be forgiven him; 

but to him who blasphemes 

 against the Holy Spirit, 

it will not be forgiven.

Now when they take you to the syna-

gogues and magistrates and authorities, 

do not worry about how or what you 

should answer, or what you should say.

Mt 10:19 || Mk 13:11 || Lu 21:14 

on Oct 7]  [What prompted this?] 

 

“Who Made Me a Judge...?” 

13 ¶  Then one from the crowd said to 

Him, 

“Teacher, tell my brother to divide the 

inheritance with me.”  14 

But He said to him,  [cf. Jn 9:39] 

“Man, who made Me a judge or 

an arbitrator over you?”  15 

And He said to them, 

“Take heed and beware of covetous-

ness, for one’s life does not consist in 

the abundance of the things he pos-

sesses.” 
 

Parable of the Rich Fool 

16   Then He spoke a parable to them 

[the crowd], saying: 

“The ground of a certain rich man 

yielded plentifully.  17  And he 

thought within himself, saying, 

‘What shall I do, since I have 

no room to store my crops?’  18 

So he said, 

‘I will do this: I will pull down my 

barns and build greater, and there 

I will store all my crops and my 

goods.  19  And I will say to my soul, 

“Soul, you have many goods laid 

up for many years; take your ease; 

eat, drink, and be merry.”’  20 

But God said to him, 

‘Fool!  This night your soul will be 

required of you; then whose will 

those things be that you have pro-

vided?’  21 

So is he who lays up treasure for him-

self, and is not rich toward God.” 

 

Seek the Kingdom of God 

22 ¶  Then He said to His disciples, 

“Therefore I say to you, do not worry 

about your life, what you will eat; nor 

about the body, what you will put on.  

23  Life is more than food, and the body 

is more than clothing.  24  Consider the 

ravens, for they neither sow nor reap, 

which have neither storehouse nor barn; 

and God feeds them.  Of how much 

more value are you than the birds?  25  

And which of you by worrying can add 

one cubit [~18”] to his stature?  26 

If you then are not able to do the least, 

why are you anxious for the rest?  27  

Consider the lilies, how they grow: 

they neither toil nor spin; and yet I say 

to you, even Solomon in all his glory 

was not arrayed like one of these.  28 

If then God so clothes the grass, which 

today is in the field and tomorrow is 

thrown into the oven, how much more 

will He clothe you, O you of little faith?  

29  And do not seek what you should 

eat or what you should drink, nor have 

an anxious mind.  30  For all these 

things the nations of the world 

[worldly kingdoms of man] seek after, 

and your Father knows that you need 

these things.

But [you (plural, implied by the verb)] 

seek the Kingdom of God, and all 

these things shall be added to you 

[singular].  [That is, when the Church 

collectively seeks God, each individual 

member is taken care of.]  32 

 

Do not fear, little flock, for it is your 

Father’s good pleasure to give you the 

Kingdom.  33  Sell what you have and 

give alms; provide yourselves money 

bags that do not grow old, a treasure 

in the heavens that does not fail, where 

no thief approaches nor moth destroys.  

34  For where your treasure is, 

 there your heart will be also.  35 

 

[Audio: S. G. Lu 12:35-13:17] 

Be Watchful and Wise Servants 

Let 

your waist be girded and 

your lamps burning;  36  and 

you yourselves be like men 

 who wait for their master, 

 when he will return 

  from the wedding, that 

 when he comes and knocks 

they may open to him immediately. 37 

Blessed are those servants 

 whom the master, 

 when he comes, 

will find watching. 

Assuredly, I say to you that he will 

 gird himself and 

 have them sit down to eat 

        and will 

 come and 

 serve them.  38  And if he should 

 come in the second  watch, or 

 come in the third  watch, 

 and find them so, 

blessed are those servants. 

Revelation 16:14c-15  [re AD 68-70] 

… to gather them to the battle 

of that great day of God Almighty.

[Matthew puts the next verses in the 

“Olivet Discourse”: Mt 24:43-51.  

Note that Lu 12:39-46 is within a few 

words verbatim.  Likely this is primar-

ily a warning to them about AD 70 (Mk 

13:37).  Jesus tells them later in the 

“Olivet Discourse” when He would 

come in judgment on Jerusalem: in 

their generation.  For us today (Mk 

13:37), the principle is the same in 

regard to His return on “the last day”: 

John 6:39-44, 11:24, 12:48 (six occur-

rences; none in the other gospels).] 

 

Luke 12:39-46 || Matthew 24:43-51 

39,43  But know this, that if the master 

of the house had known what hour 

the thief would come, he would have 

watched and not allowed his house to 

be broken into. 40,44  Therefore you also 

be ready, for the Son of Man is coming 

at an hour you do not expect.” 

 

41,– ¶  Then Peter said to Him, 

“Lord, do You speak this parable only 

to us, or to all people?” 

Peter was unsure, so he asked; 

Jesus’ answer seems to be: 

Mark 13:37 

“And what I say to you, I say to all: 

Watch!” 

[Last v. in Mark’s Olivet Discourse] 

42,45  And the Lord said, 

[Perhaps along the lines of the 

parable of the sower of the seed:] 

 

[Faithful, wise believers: good soil] 

“Who then is that faithful and wise 

steward [or] servant, whom his mas-

ter will make ruler over his household, 

to give them their portion of food in 

due season?  43,46 

Blessed is that servant whom his mas-

ter will find so doing when he comes.  

44,47  Truly, assuredly, I say to you 
that he will make him ruler over all 

that he has, all his goods. 

 

[1 of 3 other servants: among thorns] 

45a,48  But if that evil servant says in his 

heart, 

‘My master is delaying his coming’, 

45b,49  and begins to beat his fellow male 

and female servants, and to eat and 

drink and be drunk with the drunkards,  

46a,50  the master of that servant will 

come on a day when he is not looking 

for him, and at an hour that he is not 

aware of,  46b,51  and will cut him in two 

and appoint him his portion with the 

unbelievers [and] hypocrites.  There 

shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.  

[Cf. W&G 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9] 

 

[Hence, the prior servant started as a 

believer, but fell away, so he gets the 

same treatment as unbelievers (in AD 

70, killed and thrown into the ever-

burning city dump: Greek: Gehenna).] 

 

Luke 12:47-13:21 

[2: seed on stony ground] 

47  And that servant who knew his mas-

ter’s will, and did not prepare himself 

or do according to his will, shall be 

beaten with many stripes. 

[Heard the gospel, but did not do it.] 

 

[3: seed by the wayside] 

48  But he who did not know, yet com-

mitted things deserving of stripes, 

shall be beaten with few. 

[Never heard the gospel?] 

 

For everyone to whom much is given, 

from him much will be required; and 

to whom much has been committed, 

of him they will ask the more. 

[They who?  How did this answer 

Peter’s question?  Yes, to all people, 

in four categories, them first?] 

 

Jesus’ First Coming Divided 

49  I came to send fire [judgment] on 

the land [earth] [hence, Israel], and 

how I wish it were already kindled!  

50  But I have a baptism [crucifixion] 

to be baptized with, and how distressed 

I am till it is accomplished! [On the 

cross, He says, “It is finished”.]  51  Do 

you suppose that I came to give peace 

on land [earth]?   I tell you, not at all, 

but rather division [cf. Jn 7:43]. 52  For 

from now on [in the rest of history], 

five [5] in one house will be divided: 

three [3] against two [2], and 

two [2] against three [3].  53 

Father will be divided against son and 

son against father, 

mother against daughter and 

daughter against mother, 

mother-in-law against her daughter-

in-law and daughter-in-law against 

her mother-in-law.”

[Acts 14:4 “multitude...divided”] 

Discernment of their Times is Needed 

54 ¶  Then He also said to the multitudes, 

“Whenever you see a cloud rising out 

of the west, immediately you say, 

‘A shower is coming’; 

and so it is.  55  And when you see the 

south wind blow, you say, 

‘There will be hot weather’; 

and there is.  56 

Hypocrites! 

You can discern the face of the sky 

and of the land [earth], but how is it 

you do not discern this time [what is 

about to come on this generation]?  

57  Yes, and why, even of yourselves, 

do you not judge what is right?  58  

When you go with your adversary to 

the magistrate, make every effort along 

the way to settle with him, lest he drag 

you to the judge, the judge deliver 

you to the officer, and the officer 

throw you into prison.  59  I tell you, 

you shall not depart from there till 

you have paid the very last mite.” 

 

Luke 13 

Repent or Perish 

13:1 ¶  There were present at that season 

some who told Him about the Galileans 

whose blood Pilate had mingled with 

their sacrifices.  2  And Jesus answered 

and said to them, 

“Do you suppose that these Galileans 

were worse sinners than all other Galile-

ans, because they suffered such things? 3  

I tell you, no; but unless you repent 

you will all likewise perish [physical 

death at the hands of the Romans].  4  

Or those eighteen [18] on whom the 

tower in Siloam fell and killed them, 

do you think that they were worse sin-
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ners than all other men who dwelt in 

Jerusalem? 5  I tell you, no; but unless 

you repent you will all likewise perish 

[physical death by the Romans – 

them in AD 70 if they don’t repent].” 

 

Parable of the Barren Fig Tree 

6 ¶  He also spoke this parable: 

“A certain man had a fig tree planted 

in his vineyard, and he came seeking 

fruit on it and found none.  7  Then he 

said to the keeper of his vineyard, 

‘Look, for three [3] years [Jesus’ min-

istry to Israel] I have come seeking 

fruit on this fig tree and find none.  

Cut it down; why does it use up the 

ground?’  8 

But he answered and said to him, 

‘Sir, let it alone this year also [Israel 

for its last 40 years: AD 30-70], until 

I dig around it and fertilize it.  9  

And if it bears fruit, well.  But if not, 

after that you can cut it down.’” 

[Last chance!  Cut down in AD 70.] 

 

Woman Loosed from an Infirmity of 

18 Years – on the Sabbath 

10 ¶  Now He was teaching in one of the 

synagogues on the Sabbath.  11  And 

behold, there was a woman who had a 

spirit of infirmity eighteen [18] years, 

and was bent over and could in no way 

raise herself up.  12  But when Jesus saw 

her, He called her to Him and said to her, 

“Woman, you are loosed from your 

infirmity.”  13 

And He laid His hands on her, and im-

mediately she was made straight, and 

glorified God.  14  But the ruler of the 

synagogue answered with indignation, 

because Jesus had healed on the Sab-

bath; and he said to the crowd, 

“There are six [6] days on which men 

ought to work; therefore come and be 

healed on them, and not on the Sabbath 

day.”  15 

The Lord then answered him and said, 

“Hypocrite!  [Play actor!] 

 Does not each one of you on the Sab-

bath loose his ox or donkey from the 

stall, and lead it away to water it?  16  

So ought not this woman, being a 

daughter of Abraham, whom Satan 

has bound –– think of it –– for eight-

een [18] years, be loosed from this 

bond on the Sabbath?”  17 

And when He said these things, all His 

adversaries were put to shame; and all 

the multitude rejoiced for all the glori-

ous things that were done by Him. 

 

[Audio: S. G. Lu 13:18-14:35] 

Mustard-Seed, Leaven Parables Again 

[Cp. Mt 13:31-32 || Mk 4:30-32 Oct 5] 

18 ¶  Then He said, 

“What is the Kingdom of God like?  

And to what shall I compare it?  19 

It is like a mustard seed that a man 

took and put in his garden; and it grew 

and became a large tree, and the birds 

of the air nested in its branches.”  20 

[Like the stone of Da 2:34-44: 

Da 2:44; 4:3,32,34; 6:26; 7:14,18,27] 

And again He said, 

“To what shall I liken the Kingdom of 

God?  21  It is like leaven that a wom-

an took and hid in three measures of 

meal till it was all leavened.” 

 

Travel Toward Jerusalem 

22  And He went through the cities and 

villages, teaching, and journeying toward 

Jerusalem. [Luke 13:23ff] 

 

 [Audio: S. Gregg Jn 10:22-42] 
John 10:22-42 

Feast of Dedication in Jerusalem 

[Kislev 25 = Monday, Dec. 17, AD 29] 

22 ¶  Now it was the Feast of Dedication 

in Jerusalem, and it was winter.  23  And 

Jesus walked in the temple, in Solomon’s 

porch.  24  Then the Jews surrounded 

Him and said to Him, 

“How long do You keep us in doubt?  

If You are the Christ, tell us plainly.” 25 

Jesus answered them, 

“I told you, and you do not believe.  

The works that I do in My Father’s 

name, they bear witness of Me.  26  

But you do not believe, because you 

are not of My sheep, as I said to you: 27  

My sheep hear My voice, and I know 

them, and they follow Me.  28  And I 

give them Eternal [αἰώνιος “age-span-

ning”] life, and they shall never perish 

[literally, no, not at all, to (the) age, 

be destroyed]; neither shall anyone 

snatch them out of My hand.  29  My 

Father, who has given them to Me, is 

greater than all; and no one is able to 

snatch them out of My Father’s hand 

[they are in Jesus’ hand = the Father’s 

hand (cf. Ps 95:7), thus:].  30 

 I and My Father are one.” 

 

Second Attempted Stoning 

31  Then the Jews took up stones again 

to stone Him [cf. 5:18, 8:59].  32  Jesus 

answered them, 

“Many good works I have shown you 

from My Father.  For which of those 

works do you stone Me?”  33 

The Jews answered Him, saying, 

“For a good work we do not stone You, 

but for blasphemy, and because You, 

being a Man, make Yourself God.”  34 

Jesus answered them, 

“Is it not written in your law, 

‘I said, “You are gods”’?  35 

Psalm 82:6-7 
I [Asaph, the Psalmist] said, 

“You [unjust judges: v1] are gods, 

And all of you are children of the 

Most High. 7  But you shall die like 

men, And fall like one of the princes.” 
 

If he [the Psalmist] called them gods, 

to whom the word of God came (and 

the Scripture cannot be broken [into 

separate categories]),  36  do you say 

of Him whom the Father sanctified 

and sent into the world, 

‘You are blaspheming’, 

because I said, 

‘I am the Son of God’?  37 

If I do not do the works of My Father, 

do not believe Me;  38  but if I do, 

though you do not believe Me, 

believe the [Father-like] works, 

that you may know and believe that 

the Father is in Me, and I in Him.”  39 

Therefore they sought again to seize 

Him, but He escaped out of their hand. 
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Jesus Goes Away Beyond the Jordan 

40  And He went away again beyond the 

Jordan to the place where John had 

been [was] baptizing at first [last ref-

erence to JtB], and there He stayed.  41  

Then many came to Him and said 

[among themselves], 

“John performed no sign, but all the 

things that John spoke about this Man 

were true.”  42  [ Greek: eis] 

And many believed into [in] Him there. 

[John 11 is on October 17] 

 

[Audio: S. G. Lu 13:18-14:35] 

Luke 13:23-15:10 

The Straight Gate 

23 ¶  Then one said to Him, 

“Lord, are there few who are saved?” 

And He said to them,  24 

“Strive to enter through the narrow gate, 

for many, I say to you, will seek to 

enter and will not be able.  25  When 

once the master of the house has risen 

up and shut the door, and you begin to 

stand outside and knock at the door, 

saying, 

‘Lord, Lord, open for us’, 

and He will answer and say to you, 

‘I do not know you, 

where you are from’,   26 

then you will begin to say, 

‘We ate and drank in Your presence, 

and You taught in our streets.’  27 

But He will say, 

‘I tell you I do not know you, 

where you are from. 
Depart from Me, 

all you workers of iniquity.’  28 

There will be weeping and gnashing 

of teeth [Cf. W&G 1 2 3 4 5 6 7 8 9], 

when [starting in AD 30] you see 

Abraham and

They [Jews & Gentiles] will come 

from the east and the west, 

from the north and the south, 

and sit down 

in the Kingdom of God.  30  And indeed 

there are last who will be first, and 

there are first who will be last.” 

 

Jesus Warned of “That Fox” Herod 

31 ¶  On that very day some Pharisees 

came, saying to Him, 

“Get out and depart from here, for 

Herod [Antipas] wants to kill You.”  32 

[Herod was ruler of the Galilee area.] 

And He said to them, 

“Go, tell that fox [Gr.: vixen, female], 

‘Behold, I cast out demons and per-

form cures today and tomorrow, and 

the third day I shall be perfected.’
xii

   

33  Nevertheless I must journey today, 

tomorrow, and the day following; for 

it cannot be that a prophet should perish 

outside of Jerusalem.  34 

 

Jesus’ First Lament over Jerusalem 

O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, the one who 

kills the prophets and stones those who 

are sent to her [apostles]!  How often I 

wanted to gather your children togeth-

er, as a hen gathers her brood under 

her wings, but you were not willing!  35 

See!  Your house is left to you desolate; 

and assuredly, I say to you: 

you shall not see Me 

until the time comes when you say, 

 ‘Blessed is He who comes 

in the name of YHWH!’” 

[Gr. kurios, the Lord; Ps 118:26; 

they did at His triumphal entry, 

when the people chose Him to be 

Israel’s Lamb, on Abib 10: Ex 12:3] 

 

Luke 14 

Sabbath Healing: a Man with Dropsy 

[Cp. Mt 12:9ff || Mk 3:1ff || Lu 6:6ff 

Sep 30] [Greek: eis] 

14:1 ¶  Now it happened, as He went in-

to the house of one of the rulers of the 

Pharisees to eat bread on the Sabbath, 

that they watched Him closely.  2  And 

behold, there was a certain man before 

Him who had dropsy.  3  And Jesus, in 

response [answering], spoke to the 

lawyers and Pharisees, saying, 

“Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath?” 4 

But they kept silent.  And He took him 

and healed him, and let him go.  5 

Then He answered them, saying, 

“Which of you, having a donkey or an 

ox that has fallen into a pit, will not 

immediately pull him out on the Sab-

bath day?”  6 

And they could not answer Him regard-

ing these things. 

 

Jesus Teaches About Humility 

7 ¶  So He told a parable to those who 

were invited [to the ruler’s house: v1], 

when He noted how they chose the best 

places, saying to them:  8 

“When you are invited by anyone to a 

wedding feast, do not sit down in the 

best place, lest one more honorable 

than you be invited by him;  9  and he 

who invited you and him come and 

say to you, 

‘Give place to this man’, 

and then you begin with shame to take 

the lowest place.  10  But when you 

are invited, go and sit down in the 

lowest place, so that when he who in-

vited you comes he may say to you, 

‘Friend, go up higher.’ 

Then you will have glory in the pres-

ence of those who sit at the table with 

you.  11  For whoever exalts himself 

will be humbled, and he who humbles 

himself will be exalted.”  12 

Then He also said to him who invited 

Him, 

“When you give a dinner or a supper, 

do not ask your friends, your brothers, 

your relatives, nor rich neighbors, lest 

they also invite you back, and you be 

repaid.  13  But when you give a feast, 

invite the poor, 

 the maimed, 

 the lame, 

 the blind.  [cf. v21]  14 

And you will be blessed, because they 

cannot repay you; for you shall be 

repaid at the resurrection of the just.” 

[Jn 6:39, 40, 44, 54; 11:24, 12:48] 
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Parable of the Great Supper 

15 ¶  Now when one of those who sat at 

the table with Him heard these things, 

he said to Him, 

“Blessed is he who shall eat bread in 

the Kingdom of God!”  16 

Then He said to him, 

“A certain man gave a great supper and 

invited many,  17  and sent his servant 

at supper time to say to those who were 

invited, 

‘Come, for all things are now ready.’  18 

But they all with one accord began to 

make excuses.  The first said to him, 

‘I have bought a piece of ground, and 

I must go and see it. 

 I ask you to have me excused.’  19 

And another said, 

‘I have bought five yoke of oxen, and 

I am going to test them. 

 I ask you to have me excused.’  20 

Still another said, 

‘I have married a wife, and therefore 

I cannot come.’  21 

So that servant came and reported 

these things to his master.  Then the 

master of the house, being angry, said 

to his servant, 

‘Go out quickly into the streets and 

lanes of the city, and bring in here 

 the poor and 

 the maimed and 

 the lame and 

 the blind.’  [cf. v13]  22 

And the servant said, 

‘Master, it is done as you commanded, 

and still there is room.’  23 

Then the master said to the servant, 

‘Go out into the highways and hedges, 

and compel them to come in, that my 

house may be filled.’  24 

For I say to you that none of those men 

who were invited [but gave flimsy ex-

cuses, Jews] shall taste My supper.” 

 

Cost of Discipleship 

25 ¶  Now great multitudes went with Him.  

And He turned and said to them,  26 

“If anyone comes to Me and does not 

hate [put Me before] his father and 

mother, wife and children, brothers 

and sisters, yes, and his own life also, 

he cannot be My disciple.  27 

And whoever does not bear his cross 

[to his own crucifixion] and come after 

Me cannot be My disciple.   28 

For which of you, intending to build 

a tower, does not sit down first and 

count the cost, whether he has enough 

to finish it ––  29  lest, after he has laid 

the foundation, and is not able to finish, 

all who see it begin to mock him,  30  

saying, 

‘This man began to build and was not 

able to finish.’  31 

Or what king, going to make war against 

another king, does not sit down first 

and consider whether he is able 

with ten thousand [10,000] 

to meet him who comes against him 

with twenty thousand [20,000]?  32 

Or else, while the other is still a great 

way off, he sends a delegation and asks 

conditions of peace [i.e., surrenders].  33 

So likewise, whoever of you does not 

forsake all that he has [i.e., surrender] 

cannot be My disciple.  34  Salt is good; 

but if the salt has lost its [ability to en-

hance] flavor, how shall it [the food] 

be seasoned?  35  It [the salt] is neither 

fit for the land nor for the dunghill, 

but men throw it out. 

He who has ears to hear, let him hear!”

Luke 15 

Parable of the Lost Sheep 

15:1 ¶  Then all the tax collectors and the 

sinners drew near to Him to hear Him.  

2  And the Pharisees and scribes com-

plained, saying, 

“This Man receives sinners and eats 

with them.”  3 

So He spoke this parable to them, say-

ing:  [cp. Mt 18:12-13]  4 

“What man of you, having a hundred 

[100] sheep, if he loses one of them, 

does not leave the ninety-nine [99] 

in the wilderness, and go after the one 

[1] that is lost until he finds it?  5  

And when he has found it, he lays it on 

his shoulders, rejoicing.  6  And when 

he comes home, he calls together his 

friends and neighbors, saying to them, 

‘Rejoice with me, for I have found 

my sheep that was lost!’  7 

I say to you that likewise there will be 

more joy in heaven over one [1] sinner 

who repents than over ninety-nine [99] 

just persons who need no repentance.  

[There are no such persons, except in 

their own eyes!]

8  Or what woman, having ten [10] 

silver coins, if she loses one [1] coin, 

does not light a lamp, sweep the house, 

and search carefully until she finds it?  

9  And when she has found it, she calls 

her friends and neighbors together, 

saying, 

‘Rejoice with me, for I have found 

the piece that I lost!’?  10 

Likewise, I say to you, there is joy in 

the presence of the angels of God over 

one [1] sinner who repents.”

F A Son is Lost 

 And the younger of them said to his

[not just to one, but both sons].  13 

E Goods Wasted in Expensive Living 

 And not many days after, the younger 

son gathered all together, journeyed 

to a far country, and there wasted his 

possessions with prodigal living.  14 

D Everything Lost 

 But when he had spent all, there 

arose a severe famine in that land, 

and he began to be in want.  15 

C The Great Sin (Feeding Pigs) 

 Then he went and joined himself to 

a citizen of that country, and he sent 

him into his fields to feed swine.  16 

B Total Rejection 

 And he would gladly have filled his 

stomach with the pods that the swine 

ate, and no one gave him anything. 17 

A Change of Mind 

 But when he came to himself, he said, 

‘How many of my father’s hired 

servants have bread enough and to 

spare, and I perish with hunger!  18 

A’ Initial Repentance 

 I will arise and go to my father, and 

will say to him, 

“Father, I have sinned against 

heaven and before you,  19  and 

I am no longer worthy to be 

called your son.  Make me like 

one of your hired servants.”’  20 

B’ Total Acceptance 

 And he arose and came to his father.  

But when he was still a great way 

off, his father saw him and had com-

passion, and ran and fell on his neck 

and kissed him.  21 

C’ The Great Repentance 

 And the son said to him, 

‘Father, I have sinned against heaven 

and in your sight, and am no longer 

worthy to be called your son. ...’  22 

D’ Everything Gained (Restored) 

 But the father [cutting him off] said 

to his servants, 

‘Bring out the best robe and put it 

on him, and put a ring on his hand 

and sandals on his feet.  23 

E’ Goods Used in Joyful Celebration 

 And bring the fatted calf here and 

kill it, and let us eat and be merry;  24 

F’ A Son is Found 

 for this my son was dead and is alive 

again; he was lost and is found.’ 

 And they began to be merry.  25 

 

 Now his older son was in the field. 

And as he came and drew near to the 

house, he heard music and dancing.  

26  So he called one of the servants 

and asked what these things meant.  

27  And he said to him, 

 ‘Your brother has come, and because 

he has received him safe and sound, 

your father has killed the fatted 

calf.’  28 

 But he was angry and would not go 

in.  Therefore his father came out and 

pleaded with him.  29  So he answered 

and said to his father, 

 ‘Lo, these many years I have been 

serving you; I never transgressed 

your commandment at any time; and 

yet you never gave me a young goat, 

that I might make merry with my 

friends.  30  But as soon as this son 

of yours came, who has devoured 

your livelihood with harlots, you 

killed the fatted calf for him.’  31 

 And he said to him, 

 ‘Son, you are always with me, and 

all that I have is yours [the remain-

ing half the inheritance].  32  It was 

right that we should make merry 

and be glad, for your brother 

 was dead and is alive again, and 

was lost   and is found.’”

Luke 16 

Parable of the Unjust Steward 

16:1 ¶  He also said to His disciples: 

“There was a certain rich man who 

had a steward, and an accusation was 

brought to him that this man was wast-

ing his goods.  2  So he called him 

and said to him, 

‘What is this I hear about you? 

Give an account of your stewardship, 

for you can no longer be steward.’  3 

Then the steward said within himself, 

‘What shall I do?  For my master is 

taking the stewardship away from me. 

I cannot dig; I am ashamed to beg.  4 

I have resolved what to do, that when 

I am put out of the stewardship, they 

may receive me into their houses.’  5 

So he called every one of his master’s 

debtors to him, and said to the first, 

‘How much do you owe my master?’ 6  

And he said, 

‘A hundred [100] measures of oil.’ 

So he said to him, 

‘Take your bill, and sit down quickly 

and write fifty [50].’ 7 

Then he said to another, 

‘And how much do you owe?’ 

So he said, 

‘A hundred [100] measures of wheat.’ 

And he said to him, 

‘Take your bill, and write eighty [80].’ 8 

So the master commended the unjust 

steward because he had dealt shrewdly. 

[Jesus’ commentary:] 

For the sons of this world are more 

shrewd in their generation
29

 than the 

sons of light.  9  And I say to you, make 

friends for yourselves by unrighteous 

mammon, that when you fail, they may 

receive you into an Eternal [everlasting] 

[Greek:αιωνιος aionios – age-spanning] 

home.  10  He who is faithful in what is 

least is faithful also in much; and he who 

is unjust in what is least is unjust also 

in much.  11  Therefore if you have not 

been faithful in the unrighteous mam-

mon, who will commit to your trust the 

true riches?  12  And if you have not 

been faithful in what is another man’s, 

who will give you what is your own?  

13  No servant can serve two masters; 

for either he will hate the one and love 

the other, or else he will be loyal to the 

one and despise the other. 

You cannot serve God and mammon.” 

 

To the Pharisees, Lovers of Money 

14  Now the Pharisees, who were lovers 

of money, also heard all these things, 

and they derided Him.  15  And He said 

to them, 

“[1] You are those who justify your-

selves before men, but God knows 

your hearts.  For what is highly es-

teemed among men is an abomina-

tion in the sight of God.”  16

 Note that it is not “this generation”, in 

reference only to His contemporaries, but 

each “son of this world” in his own genera-

tion.

The Rich Man and Lazarus 

19 ¶  “[4] There was a certain rich man 

who was clothed in purple and fine 

linen and fared sumptuously every 

day.  20  But there was a certain beggar 

named Lazarus, full of sores, who was 

laid at his gate,  21  desiring to be fed 

with the crumbs that fell from the 

rich man’s table.  Moreover the dogs 

came and licked his sores.  22  So it was 

that the beggar died, and was carried 

by the angels to Abraham’s bosom.  

The rich man also died and was bur-

ied.  23  And being in torments in Hades 

[Greek: the grave, place of the dead 

= Hebrew sheol: Mt 16:18, Re 20:13-

14], he lifted up his eyes and saw 

Abraham afar off, and Lazarus in his 

bosom.  24  Then he cried and said, 

‘Father Abraham, have mercy on me, 

and send Lazarus that he may dip the 

tip of his finger in water and cool my 

tongue; for I am tormented in this 

flame.’  25 

But Abraham said, 

‘Son, remember that in your lifetime 

you received your good things, and 

likewise Lazarus evil things; but now 

he is comforted and you are tormented.  

26  And besides all this, between us 

and you there is a great gulf fixed, 

so that those who want to pass from 

here to you cannot, nor can those 

from there pass to us.’  27 

Then he said, 

‘I beg you therefore, father, that you 

would send him to my father’s house,  

28  for I have five [5] brothers, that 

he may testify to them, lest they also 

come to this place of torment.’  29 

Abraham said to him, 

‘They have Moses and the prophets; 

let them hear them.’  30 

And he said, 

‘No, father Abraham; but if one goes 

to them from the dead, they will 

repent.’  31 

But he said to him, 

‘If they do not hear Moses and the 

prophets, neither will they be per-

suaded though one rise from the 

dead.’”

Luke 17 

To His Disciples: Offense to Little 

Ones, and Forgiveness 

17:1 ¶  Then He said to the disciples, 

[Cf. Mt 18:6-7 || Mk 9:42 on Oct 13] 

“It is impossible that no offenses should 

come, but woe to him through whom 

they do come!  2  It would be better for 

him if a millstone were hung around 

his neck, and he were thrown into the 

sea, than that he should offend [stum-

ble] one of these little ones.  3 

Take heed to yourselves: 

If your brother sins against you, rebuke 

[confront] him; and if he repents, for-

give [restore: Gal 6:1] him.  4  And if 

he sins against you seven [7] times in 

a day, and seven [7] times in a day 

returns to you, saying, 

 ‘I repent’, 

you shall forgive him.”  5 

 

To His 12 Apostles: Faith and Duty 

And the apostles [the 12] said to the 

Lord, 

“Increase our faith.”  6 

So the Lord said, 

“If you have faith as a mustard seed, 

you can say to this mulberry tree, 

‘Be pulled up by the roots and 

 be planted in the sea’, 

and it would obey you.  7  And which 

of you, having a servant plowing or 

tending sheep, will say to him when 

he has come in from the field, 

‘Come at once and sit down to eat’? 8  

But will he not rather say to him, 

‘Prepare something for my supper, and 

gird yourself and serve me till I have 

eaten and drunk, and afterward you 

will eat and drink’?  9 

Does he thank that servant because he 

did the things that were commanded 

him?  I think not.  10  So likewise you, 

when you have done all those things 

that you are commanded, say, 

‘We are unprofitable servants.  We have 

done [only] what was our duty to do.’”

John 11:1-54 

Lazarus Raised from the Dead 

11:1 ¶  Now a certain man was sick, 

Lazarus of Bethany, the [brother (v2) 

and] town of Mary and her sister Mar-

tha.  2  It was that Mary who anointed 

the Lord with fragrant oil and wiped 

His feet with her hair [12:1-8], whose 

brother Lazarus was sick.  3  Therefore 

the sisters sent to Him, saying, 

“Lord, behold, he whom You love is 

sick.”  4 

When Jesus heard that, He said [ap-

parently, as a message back to them, 

knowing what He would do], 

“This sickness is not unto death, but 

for the glory of God, that the Son of 

God may be glorified through it.”  5 

Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister 

and Lazarus.  6  So, when He heard that 

he was sick, He stayed two [2] more 

days in the place where He was.  7  Then 

after this, He said to the disciples, 

“Let us go to Judea again.”  8 

The disciples said to Him, 

“Rabbi, lately the Jews sought to stone 

You, and are You going there again?”  9 

Jesus answered [cf. 9:4], 

“Are there not twelve [12] hours in the 

day?  If anyone walks in the day, he 

does not stumble, because he sees the 

[sun] light of this world.  10  But if one 

walks in the night, he stumbles, because 

the light is not in him [via his eyes].”  11 

[An analogy that applies to Him:  

He is near the end of his “day” on 

land, and it would be inappropri-

ate for Him to quit early; i.e., it is 

again not His hour to die, not yet.] 

These things He said, and after that, 

He said to them, 

“Our friend Lazarus sleeps, but I go that 

I may wake him up.”  12 

Then His disciples said, 

“Lord, if he sleeps he will get well.”  13 

However, Jesus spoke of his death, 

but they thought that He was speaking 

about taking rest in sleep.  14 

Then Jesus said to them plainly, 

“Lazarus is dead.  15  And I am glad 

for your sakes that I was not there, 

that you may believe.  Nevertheless 

let us go to him.”  16 

Then Thomas [“twin”], who is called 

the Twin, said to his fellow disciples, 

“Let us also go, that we may die with 

Him.” 

 

17 ¶  So when Jesus came, He found that 

he had already been in the tomb four 

[4] days.  18  Now Bethany was near 

Jerusalem, about two [2] miles away.  19  

And many of the Jews had joined the 

women around Martha and Mary, to 

comfort them concerning their brother.  

20  Then Martha, as soon as she heard 

that Jesus was coming, went and met 

Him, but Mary was sitting in the house.  

21  Then Martha said to Jesus, 

“Lord, if You had been here, 

my brother would not have died.  22 

But even now I know that whatever You 

ask of God, God will give You.”  23 

Jesus said to her, 

“Your brother will rise again.”  24 

Martha said to Him, 

“I know that he will rise again in the 

resurrection at the last day.”  25 

[Jn 6:39, 40, 44, 54; 11:24, 12:48] 

Jesus said to her, 

“I am the resurrection ––  and the life.  

[Resurrection:] He who believes into 

[in] Me, though he may die, he shall 

live.  26  [Life:] And whoever lives and 

believes into [in] Me [now] shall never 

die [but have Eternal life: Jn 5:24, 8:51]. 

Do you believe this?”  27 

She said to Him, 

“Yes, Lord, I believe that 

You are the Christ, the Son of God, 

who is to come into the world.”  28 

And when she had said these things, 

she went her way and secretly called 

Mary her sister, saying, 

“The Teacher has come and is calling 

for you.”  29 

As soon as she heard that, she arose 

quickly and came to Him.  30  Now Jesus 

had not yet come into the town, but was 

in the place where Martha met Him.  
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31  Then the Jews who were with her in 

the house, and comforting her, when 

they saw that Mary rose up quickly and 

went out, followed her, saying, 

“She is going to the tomb 

to weep there.”  32 

 

Then, when Mary came where Jesus 

was, and saw Him, she fell down at His 

feet, saying to Him, 

“Lord, if You had been here, 

my brother would not have died.” 

[Same first sentence that Martha had 

said.] 

33 ¶  Therefore, when Jesus saw her weep-

ing, and the Jews who came with her 

weeping, He groaned in the spirit and 

was troubled.  34  And He said, 

“Where have you laid him?” 

They said to Him, 

“Lord, come and see.”  35 

Jesus wept [burst into tears, over the 

unnecessary ill effects of sin and death 

to human history].  36 

Then the Jews said, 

“See how He loved him!”  37 

And some of them said, 

“Could not this Man, who opened the 

eyes of the blind, also have kept this 

man from dying?”  38 

Then Jesus, again groaning in Himself 

[cp. v33: the spirit = Himself], came to 

the tomb.  It was a cave, and a stone lay 

against it.  39  Jesus said, 

“Take away the stone.” 

Martha, the sister of him who was dead, 

said to Him, 

“Lord, by this time there is a stench, for 

he has been dead four [4] days.”  40 

Jesus said to her [in ref. to v4], 

“Did I not say to you that if you would 

believe you would see the glory of 

God?”  41 

Then they took away the stone from the 

place where the dead man was lying.  

And Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, 

“Father, I thank You that You have heard 

Me.  42  And I know that You always 

hear Me, but because of the people who 

are standing by I said this, that they 

may believe that You sent Me.”  43 

Now when He had said these things, 

He cried with a loud voice, 

“Lazarus, come forth!”  44 

And he who had died came out bound 

hand and foot with grave-clothes, and 

his face was wrapped with a cloth.  

Jesus said to them, 

“Loose him, and let him go.” 

[Analogy: born again, but needing to 

be loosed from bad habits/sins.] 

 

45 ¶  Then many of the Jews who had 

come to Mary, and had seen the things 

Jesus did, believed into Him.  46  But 

some of them went away to the Phari-

sees and told them the things Jesus did. 

[Yet another division among the Jews?] 

 

High Priest Caiaphas, Chief Priests, 

and Pharisees, Plot to Kill Jesus 

47  Then the chief priests and the Phar-

isees gathered a council and said, 

“What shall we do? 

For this Man works many signs.  48 

If we let Him alone like this, everyone 

will believe into Him [and start an up-

rising], and the Romans will come and 

take away both our place and nation.” 

[In fact, that is exactly what happened 

as God’s judgment on them, in AD 70, 

but instead because they prevented 

some from believing.]  49 

And one of them, Caiaphas, being high 

priest that year, said to them, 

“You know nothing at all,  50  nor do 

you consider that it is expedient for us 

that one man should die for the people, 

and not that the whole nation should 

perish.”  51 

Now this he did not say on his own au-

thority; but being high priest that year 

he prophesied that Jesus would die for 

the nation,  52  and not for that nation 

only, but also that He would gather to-

gether in one [body, the Body of Christ, 

the Church: Ephesians & Colossians] 

the children of God who were scattered 

abroad.  53  Then, from that day on, 

they plotted to put Him to death. 

 

Jesus Withdraws 

54  Therefore Jesus no longer walked 

openly among the Jews, but went from 

there into the country near the wilder-

ness, to a city called Ephraim [“double 

fruitfulness”], and there remained with 

His disciples.

Luke 17:11-22 

Jesus Heals Ten Lepers 

11 ¶  Now it happened as He went to Jeru-

salem that He passed through the midst 

of Samaria and Galilee. 12  Then as He 

entered a certain village, there met Him 

ten [10] men who were lepers, who 

stood afar off.  13  And they lifted up their 

voices and said, 

“Jesus, Master, have mercy on us!”  14 

So when He saw them, He said to them, 

“Go, show yourselves to the priests.” 

And so it was that as they went, they 

were cleansed.  15  And one of them, when 

he saw that he was healed, returned, 

and with a loud voice glorified God,  16  

and fell down on his face at His feet, 

giving Him thanks.  And he was a Sa-

maritan.  17  So Jesus answered and said, 

“Were there not ten [10] cleansed? 

But where are the nine [9]?  18 

Were there not any found who

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The Kingdom of God is Among You 

20 ¶  Now when He was asked by the 

Pharisees when the Kingdom of God 

would come, He answered them and 

said, 

“The Kingdom of God does not come 

with observation;  21  nor will they say, 

‘See here!’ or ‘See there!’ 

For indeed, the Kingdom of God is 

within [BBE, HCSB: among] you.”  22 

Then He said to the disciples, 

“The days will come when you will 

desire to see one of 

the days of the Son of Man, 

and you will not see it. 

Mt 24:23-27 || Mk 13:21-23 || 

Lu 17:23-25 

24,21,23  And they will say to you, 

‘Look here (is the Christ)!’ or 

‘Look there!’ 

Do not go after them or follow them. 

Do not believe it.  24,22, – 

For false christs and false prophets will 

rise and show great signs and wonders 

to deceive, if possible, even the elect.  

25,23, –  But take heed.  See, I have told 

you all things beforehand.  26,–,– 

Therefore if they say to you, 

‘Look, He is in the desert!’ 

do not go out; or 

‘Look, He is in the inner rooms!’ 

do not believe it.  27, –,4  For as the gleam 

[lightning] that lightens [flashes] out 

of one part under heaven –– comes 

from the east –– and shines to the other 

part under heaven –– the west, 

[hence, the sun rise lighting the sky] 

so also will the coming of 

 the Son of Man be in His day.  –,–,25 

[That is, He will rise (literally) and, as 

“the Light of men” (John 1:4), light  

up the entire sky (world, figuratively) 

through the Body of Christ during the 

coming age.]

30a,46b,35b  that behold, a certain blind 

man, Bartimaeus, the son of Timaeus, 

[indeed] two blind men, sat by the road 

begging.  –,–,36  And hearing a multitude 

passing by, he asked what it meant.  

30b,47a,37  So they told him that Jesus of 

Nazareth was passing by.  And when 

they heard that it was Jesus, 30c,47b,38  

they [each] cried out, saying, 

“O Lord Jesus, Son of David, 

have mercy on me!”  31,48,39 

Then the multitude who went before 

warned them to be quiet; but they cried 

out all the more, 

“O Lord, Son of David, 

have mercy on us!”  32a,49,40a 

So Jesus stood still and commanded 

them to be brought to Him.  Then they 

called the blind men, saying to them, 

“Be of good cheer. 

  Rise, He is calling you.”  –,50, – 

And throwing aside his garment, he 

[Bartimaeus] rose and came to Jesus.

Zacchaeus, a Chief Tax Collector 

19:1 ¶  Then Jesus entered and passed 

through [new] Jericho.  2  Now behold, 

there was a man named Zacchaeus 

[“pure”] who was a chief tax collector, 

and he was rich.  3  And he sought to see 

who Jesus was, but could not because 

of the crowd, for he was of short stature.  

4  So he ran ahead and climbed up into 

a sycamore tree to see Him, for He was 

going to pass that way.  5  And when 

Jesus came to the place, He looked up 

and saw him, and said to him, 

“Zacchaeus, make haste and come down, 

for today I must stay at your house.”  6 

So he made haste and came down, and 

received Him joyfully.  7  But when they 

saw it, they all complained, saying, 

“He has gone to be a guest with a man 

who is a sinner.”  8 

Then Zacchaeus stood and said to the

11 ¶  Now as they heard these things, He 

spoke another parable, because He was 

near Jerusalem and because they thought 

the Kingdom of God would appear 

[manifestly] immediately.  12  There-

fore He said: 

“A certain nobleman [Jesus] went into 

a far country [heaven] to receive for 

himself a kingdom [KoG] and to return 

[“Second Coming”].  13  So he called 

ten [10] of his servants [disciples], 

delivered to them ten [10] minas [one 

each: v16], and said to them, 

‘Do business till I come [back].’  14 

But his citizens [Israel] hated him, and 

sent a delegation after him, saying, 

‘We will not have this man to reign 

over us.’  15  

And so it was that when he returned, 

having received the kingdom [KoG], 

he then commanded these servants, to 

whom he had given the money, to be 

called to him, that he might know how 

much every man had gained by trad-

ing.  16  Then came the first, saying, 

 ‘Master, your mina has earned ten [10] 

minas.’  17  

And he said to him, 

‘Well done, good servant; because 

you were faithful in a very little, have 

authority over ten [10] cities.’  18  

And the second came, saying, 

‘Master, your mina has earned five [5] 

minas.’  19 

Likewise he said to him, 

‘You also be over five [5] cities.’  20 

Then another came, saying, 

‘Master, here is your mina, which I 

have kept put away in a handkerchief 

[he did not do business].   21  For I 

feared you, because you are an 

austere man.  You collect what you 

did not deposit, and reap what you 

did not sow.’  22 

And he said to him, 

‘Out of your own mouth I will judge 

you, you wicked servant.  You knew 

that I was “an austere man”, collecting 

“what I did not deposit” and reaping 

“what I did not sow”?  23  Why then 

did you not put my money in the bank, 

that at my coming I might have col-

lected it with interest?’  24  

And he said to those who stood by, 

‘Take the mina from him, and give it 

to him who has ten [10] minas.’  25 

But they said to him, 

‘Master, he has ten [10] minas 

[already].’  26  

For I say to you, that to everyone who 

has [made a profit] will be given; and 

from him who does not have [a profit], 

even what he has [his principal] will 

be taken away from him.

34,2,10a  Now when vintage-time 

drew near, he sent his servants [the 

prophets] to the vinedressers, that they 

might receive some of the fruit of the 

vineyard from the vinedressers.  35a,3,10b  

And the vinedressers took his [first] 

servant, and beat him and sent him away 

empty-handed.

40,9a,15b  Therefore, when 

the owner of the vineyard comes [in 

judgment via the Roman army in AD 70, 

as in Is 19:1 where God “came” to 

Egypt via the Assyrians], what will 

he do to those vinedressers?”  41,–,– 

They said to Him, 

“He will destroy those wicked men 

[themselves!] miserably, and lease 

his vineyard to other vinedressers 

[the Apostles] who will render to him 

the fruits [Christian converts] in their 

seasons.”  42a,9b,16 

Jesus said to them,  [Yes] 

“He will come and destroy those vine-

dressers and give the vineyard to others.” 

And when they heard it they said, 

“Certainly not!”  42b,17,10 

[YLT: “Let it not be!”] 

Then He looked at them and said,

One disciple, Simon the Zealot, was 

of this movement.] 

15,–,– ¶ Then the Pharisees went and plot-

ted how they might entangle Him in 

talk,  16a ,13,20  So they 

watched Him, and 

sent to Him 

some of their disciples 

 with the Herodians, 

spies who pretended to be righteous, 

to catch Him in His words, 

that they might seize on His words, 

in order to deliver Him to the power and 

the authority of the governor.  16b,14a,21  

When they had come, they said to Him, 

“Teacher, we know that You are true 

[and] say and teach rightly, nor do You 

care about anyone, for You do not 

regard the person of men –– show 

personal favoritism, but teach the way 

of God in truth.  17,14b,22 Tell us, there-

fore, what do You think?  Is it lawful 

for us to pay taxes to Caesar, or not?”  

18,15a,23  Shall we pay, or shall we not 

pay?”  [Claudius was Caesar then.] 

But He perceived their wickedness, 

hypocrisy, [and] craftiness, and said 

to them, 

“Why do you test Me, you hypocrites?  

19a,15b,24a  Show Me the tax money.  

Bring Me a denarius that I may see it.”  
19b,16a,24b 

So they brought Him a denarius.  20,16b,24b 

And He said to them, 

“Whose image and inscription 

is this?”  21a,16c,24c 

They said to Him, 

“Caesar’s.”  21b,17a,25 

And Jesus answered and said to them, 

“Render therefore to Caesar 

the things that are Caesar’s, and to God 

the things that are God’s.”  22,17b,26 

But they could not catch Him in His 

words in the presence of the people.  

And when they had heard these words, 

they marveled at His answer and kept 

silent, and left Him and went their way.

Ps 73:24; Is 26:19; Da 12:2 – but 

none of these were acceptable to the 

Sadducees, who accepted only Moses, 

here referring to De 25:5-6.] 

23,18,27 ¶  Then the same day, some of the 

Sadducees, who say there is no resur-

rection, came to Him and they asked 

Him,  24,19,28  saying: 

“Teacher, Moses wrote to us that if a 

man’s brother dies, and leaves his wife 

behind, and leaves no children, his 

brother should take his wife and raise 

up offspring for his brother.  25,20,29  

Now there were with us seven [7] 

brothers.  And the first took a wife, 

and died after he had married, without 

children, [and] left his wife to his 

brother.  26a,21a,30  Likewise the second 

also took her as wife, and he died 

childless.  26b,21b,31  Then the third 

likewise took her, and in like manner 

the seven [7] also.  –,22a,32  So the seven 

[7] had her and they left no children, 

and died.  27,22b,32  Last of all the 

woman died also.  33  Therefore, in 

the resurrection, when they rise, whose 

wife of the seven will she be?  For all 

seven [7] had her as wife.” 29,24,34 

And Jesus answered and said to them, 

“Are you not therefore mistaken, be-

cause you do not know the Scriptures 

nor the power of God?  The sons of 

this [pre-Resurrection] age marry and 

are given in marriage. 30a,25a,35  But 

those who are counted worthy to attain 

that age [the Resurrection Age, of the 

new heavens and new earth], and the 

resurrection from the dead, neither 

marry nor are given in marriage; 30b,25b,36  

nor can they die anymore, but are like 

angels of God in heaven, 

[Implies angels are not married] 

for they are equal to the angels 

and are sons of God, 

being sons of the resurrection. 31,26a,37a 

But concerning the resurrection of the 

dead, that they rise, have you not read 

in the book of Moses, in the burning 

bush passage –– even Moses showed 

[there] that the dead are raised, 

when he called YHWH [the Lord], 

–– how God spoke to him, 

–– what was spoken to you by God, 

saying,  32a,26b,37b  

‘I am the God of Abraham, 

the God of Isaac, and 

the God of Jacob’ 32b,27,38 

For He is not the God of the dead 

 but  of the living. 

For all live to Him. 

[Implies Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, et al, 

are still living, but their bodies are 

dead, so their spirits must be some-

where.  The Sadducees did not believe 

in spirits, angels, or resurrection, so 

Jesus’ answer refutes their theology.]

But after that they dared not question 

Him anymore.

“Teacher, which is the first, the great 

commandment of all in the law?”

If I then, your Lord and Teacher, 

have washed your feet, you also 

ought to wash one another’s feet.  15  

For I have given you an example, 

that you should 

 do as I have done to you.  16 

Most assuredly, I say to you: 

A servant is not greater than his master; 

nor is he who is sent [an apostle] 

greater than he who sent him.

2  

In My Father’s house [dynasty: chil-

dren] are many dwellings [mansions] 

[μονή mone ̄: dwelling (each believer 

is a dwelling of the Father (& Son & 

Spirit): v23, Is 4:5]; if it were not so 

[otherwise], I would have told you.  

I go [to heaven] to prepare a place for 

you [by sending from there the Holy 

Spirit to construct the body of Christ].  

3  And if I go and [so] prepare a place 

[the Church] for you, I will come again 

[as the Spirit: Ro 8:9-10] and receive 

you to Myself [that is, you will indeed 

be incorporated into the body of Christ: 

1Co 12:12]; that where I am, there you 

may be also [He is in the Father’s will, 

and so shall we be also, as true dis-

ciples].  4  And where I go you know, 

and the way [Me: v6a] you know.”  5 

Thomas said to Him, 

“Lord, we do not know where You are go-

ing, and how can we know the way?”  6 

Jesus said to him, [Audio: 14:7-14] 

“I am the way, the truth, and the life [1:4].  

No one comes to the Father except 

through Me.  7  If you had known Me, 

you would have known My Father also; 

and from now on you know Him and 

have seen Him.”  8 

Philip said to Him, 

“Lord, show us the Father, and it is 

sufficient for us.”  9 

Jesus said to him, 

“Have I been with you so long, and 

yet you have not known Me, Philip? 

He who has seen Me has seen the 

Father; so how can you say, 

‘Show us the Father’?  10 

Do you not believe that 

I am in the Father, and 

the Father in Me? [cf. He 1:1-3] 

The words that I speak to you I do not 

speak on My own authority; but the 

Father who dwells [μένω menō: abide 

(verb form of dwelling or abode)] in Me 

does the works.  11  Believe Me that 

I am in the Father and 

the Father in Me, [cf. Col 1:15] 

or else believe Me for the sake of the 

works themselves. [cf. Ph 2:5-8] 

 

12 ¶  Most assuredly, I say to you: 

He who believes in Me, the works that 

I do he will do also; and greater works 

than these he will do, because I go to 

My Father.  13  And whatever you ask 

[My Father: 16:23] in My name, that 

I will do, that the Father may be glori-

fied in the Son.  14  [Repeat:] If you 

ask anything in My name, I will do it. 

 [Audio: Steve Gregg 14:15-31] 

15 ¶  If you love Me, keep My com-

mandments.  16  And I will pray the 

Father, and He will give you another 

Helper, that He may abide [μένω 

menō: abide (verb form of dwelling or 

abode)] with you forever –– 17   the 

Spirit of truth, whom the world cannot 

receive, because it neither sees Him nor 

knows Him; but you know Him, for He 

[now] dwells [μένω menō: abide (verb 

form of dwelling or abode)] with [παρά 

para: near] you and will [soon] be in 

[ἐν en: in, as inside] you [and that 

happened to them at Pentecost]. 

 

18 ¶  I will not leave you orphans; I will 

come to you [as the Helper: v26].  19  

A little while longer and the world 

will see Me [in body] no more, but 

you will see Me [in Spirit, in the Body 

of Christ].  Because I live, you will 

live also.  20  At that day [Pentecost] 

you will know that I am [dwelling] in 

My Father, and you [are dwelling] in 

Me, and I [am dwelling] in you.  21  

He who has My commandments and 

keeps them, it is he who loves Me.  

And he who loves Me will be loved 

by My Father, and I will love him and 

manifest Myself to him.”  22 

Judas (not Iscariot [who had gone into 

the night/darkness]) said to Him, 

“Lord, how is it that You will manifest 

Yourself to us, and not to the world?”  23 

Jesus answered and said to him, 

“If anyone loves Me, he will keep My 

word; and My Father will love him, 

and We will come to him and make Our 

home [μονή monē: dwelling (each 

believer is a dwelling for the Father 

(and Son and Spirit); cf. v2] with 

[παρά para: near] him.  24  He who 

does not love Me does not keep My 

words; and the word that you hear is 

not Mine but the Father’s who sent Me. 

 

25 ¶  These things I have spoken to you 

while being [physically] present with 

you.  26  But the Helper, the Holy Spir-

it, whom the Father will send in My 

name, He will teach you all things, 

and bring to your remembrance all 

things that I said to you.  27 

Peace I leave with you, 

My peace I give to you; 

not as the world gives do I give to you. 

Let not your heart be troubled, 

 neither let it be afraid. 

 

28 ¶  You have heard Me say to you, 

‘I am going away and coming 

back to you.’  [Going in the body, 

coming back in the Spirit.] 

If you loved Me, you would rejoice 

because I said, 

‘I am going to the Father’, 

[We rejoice because we get to be 

the Body of Christ, representing 

the Father to the world in Jesus’ 

place, in His name.] 

for My Father is greater than I.  29  And 

now I have told you before it comes, 

that when it does come to pass [at Pen-

tecost], you may believe [cf. 13:19].  

30  I will no longer talk much with you, 

for the ruler of this world is coming 

[through his pawns who will crucify 

Jesus], and he has nothing in Me.  31  

But that the world may know that I 

love the Father [cf. 1Jn 3:16, 4:9-10], 

and as the Father gave Me command-

ment [to die for us], so I do. 

Arise, let us go from here.

15:1 ¶  I am the true vine, and My Father 

is the vinedresser.  2  Every branch in 

Me that does not bear fruit He takes 

away; and every branch that bears fruit 

He prunes, that it may bear more fruit.  

3  You are already clean [wordplay: 

pruned] because of the word that I have 

spoken to you.  4  Abide [μένω menō: 

abide (verb form of dwelling or abode)] 

in Me, and I [will abide/dwell] in you.  

As the branch cannot bear fruit of it-

self, unless it abides in the vine, nei-

ther can you, unless you abide in Me.  

5  I am the vine, you are the branches.  

He who abides in Me, and I in him, 

bears much fruit; for without Me you 

can do nothing.  6  If anyone does not 

abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch 

[contrary to Calvinism: no longer in 

Christ the Vine] and is withered; and 

they gather them and throw them into 

the fire, and they are burned. [Cf. He 

6:8] 7  If you abide in Me, and My 

words abide in you, you will ask what 

you desire, and it shall be done for 

you.  8  By this My Father is glorified, 

that you bear much fruit; so [in this 

way] you will be My disciples.

9 ¶  As the Father loved Me, I also have 

loved you; abide in My love.  10  If you 

keep My commandments, you will abide 

in My love, just as I have kept My 

Father’s commandments and abide in 

His love.  11  These things I have spoken 

to you, that My joy may abide [remain] 

in you, and that your joy may be full.  

12  This is My commandment, that you 

love one another as I have loved you.  

13  Greater love has no one than this ––  

than to lay down one’s life for his 

friends.  14  You are My friends if you 

do whatever I command you.  15  No 

longer do I call you [only] servants, for 

a servant does not know what his mas-

ter is doing; but I have [also] called 

you friends, for all things that I heard 

from My Father I have made known to 

you [subject to 16:12-13].  16  You did 

not [only] choose Me, but I [also] 

chose you and appointed you that you 

should go and bear fruit, and that your 

fruit should abide [remain], that what-

ever you ask the Father in My name He 

may give you.  17  These things I com-

mand you, that you love one another. 

 

His Disciples to be Hated, Persecuted 

18 ¶  If the world hates you, you know 

that it hated Me before it hated you.  

19  If you were of the world, the world 

would love its own.  Yet because you 

are not of the world, but I chose you 

out of the world, therefore the world 

hates you.  20 

Remember the word that I said to you, 

‘A servant is not greater than 

his master.’  [13:16] 

If they persecuted Me, they will also 

persecute you.  If they kept My word, 

they will keep yours also.  21  But all 

these things they will do to you for 

My name’s sake, because they do not 

know Him who sent Me.  22  If I had 

not come and spoken to them, they 

would have no sin, but now they have 

no excuse for their sin.  23  He who 

hates Me hates My Father also.  24  If I 

had not done among them the works 

that no one else did, they would have 

no sin; but now they have seen and 

also hated both Me and My Father.  25  

But this happened that the word might 

be fulfilled that is written in their law, 

‘They hated Me without a cause.’ 

Psalm 69:4 
Those who hate me without a cause 

Are more than the hairs of my head; 

They are mighty who would destroy 

me,  Being my enemies wrongfully; 

Though I have stolen nothing, 

I still must restore it. 

Psalm 35:19 
Let them not rejoice over me 

who are wrongfully my enemies; 

Nor let them wink with the eye 

who hate me without a cause. 
 

The Helper Will Testify of Jesus, and 

Help Disciples Bear Witness of Him 

26 ¶  But when the Helper comes, whom 

I shall send to you from the Father, 

the Spirit of truth 

who proceeds from the Father, 

He will testify of Me.  27  And you also 

will bear witness, because you have 

been with Me from the beginning. 

[Peter’s criterion for choosing a 

replacement for Judas:] 

Acts 1:21-22 
Therefore, of these men who have 

accompanied us all the time that the 

Lord Jesus went in and out among 

us,  22  beginning from the baptism of 

John to that day when He was taken 

up from us, one of these must become 

a witness with us of His resurrection.

they also may be one [by abiding] in 

Us, that the world may believe that 

You sent Me.  22  And the glory that 

You gave Me I have given them, 

[1] that they may be one 

just as We are one:  23 

I       [abiding] in them, and 

You [abiding] in Me; 

[2] that they may be made perfect 

in one, and  [mature,  complete] 

[3] that the world may know that You 

 have sent Me, and 

have loved them as You 

have loved Me [because we 

His disciples are abiding in Him].

–,–,39,1 ¶  When Jesus had spoken these 

words, coming out, He went out with 

His disciples over the Brook Kidron to 

the Mount of Olives, where there was 

a garden, which He and His disciples 

entered, as He was accustomed, and His 

disciples also followed Him.  36,32,40a,– ¶  

Then Jesus came with them to a place 

that was called Gethsemane, and He 

said to His disciples, 

“Sit here while I go and pray over 

there.”  37,33,–,– 

And He took with Him Peter and the two 

sons of Zebedee, James and John, and 

He began to be sorrowful and deeply 

distressed.  38,34,–,–  Then He said to them, 

“My soul is exceedingly sorrowful, 

even to death. Stay here and watch 

with Me.  –,–,40b,–  Pray that you may 

not enter into temptation.”  39,35,41,–

But Jesus said to him, 

“Judas, Friend, why have you come?  

Are you betraying the Son of Man 

with a kiss?””  –,–,–,7 

Then He asked them again, 

“Whom are you seeking?” 

And they said, 

“Jesus of Nazareth.”  –,–,–,8 

Jesus answered, 

“I have told you that I am He. 

Therefore, [since] if you seek Me, 

let these go their way”,  –,–,–,9 

that the saying might be fulfilled 

that He spoke, 

“Of those whom You gave Me 

I have lost none.” 

Cf. John 17:12, 6:39 
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50b,46,49,–  Then they came and laid their 

hands on Jesus and took Him.  When 

those around Him saw what was going 

to happen, they said to Him, 

“Lord, shall we strike with the sword?”  
51,47,50,10 

And suddenly, one of those who were 

with Jesus, Simon Peter, having a sword, 

stretched out his hand and drew his 

sword, and struck the servant of the high 

priest, and cut off his right ear.  The 

servant’s name was Malchus.  52,–,51,11a  

But Jesus answered and said to Peter, 

“Permit even this.” 

And He touched his ear and healed him. 

“Put your sword in its place, into the 

sheath, for all who take the sword will 

perish by the sword.  53,–,–,–  Or do you 

think that I cannot now pray to My 

Father, and He will provide Me with 

more than twelve [12] legions of angels?  

54,–,–,–  How then could the Scriptures 

be fulfilled, that it must happen thus?  

–,–,–,11b  Shall I not drink the cup that 

My Father has given Me?”  –,–,–,12 

[1Pe 2:21ff; 1Jn 4:16] 

Then the detachment of troops and the 

captain and the officers of the Jews 

arrested Jesus and bound Him.  55,48,52, –  

Then Jesus answered and said to 

the multitudes, 

the chief priests, 

captains of the temple, and 

the elders 

who had come to Him, 

“Have you come out, as against a robber, 

with swords and clubs to take Me?  

55b,49a,53a,–  I sat daily with you, teach-

ing in the temple, and you did not try 

to seize Me.  56,49b,53b,–  But this is your 

hour, and the power of darkness.  All 

this was done that the Scriptures of the 

prophets might be fulfilled.”  56b,50,–,– 

Then all the disciples forsook Him and 

fled.  –,51,–,–  Now a certain young man 

[believed to be Mark] followed Him, 

having a linen cloth thrown around his 

naked body.  And the young men laid 

hold of him,  –,52,–,–  and he left the linen 

cloth and fled from them naked. 

[Perhaps the upper room was in Mark’s 

mother’s house (Ac 12:12), Mark got 

sleepy and went to bed in the nude, 

but arose and followed at the commo-

tion of them leaving for Gethsemane?]

First Trial: Before Annas, at Night 

in the Courtyard of Caiaphas 

13 ¶  And they led Him away to Annas 

first, for he was the father-in-law of 

Caiaphas who was high priest that year. 

14  Now it was Caiaphas who advised 

the Jews that it was expedient that one 

man should die for the people [John 

11:50].  15  And Simon Peter followed 

Jesus, and so did another disciple [pre-

sumably John, as he refers to himself 

without name].  Now that disciple was 

known to the high priest, and went with 

Jesus into the courtyard of the high 

priest.  16  But Peter stood at the door 

outside.  Then the other disciple, who 

was known to the high priest, went out 

and spoke to her who kept the door, and 

brought Peter in [to the courtyard].  

[vv17-18 delayed to match Mt, Mk]  19  

The high priest [Annas: v24; apparently 

both were called “high priest”] then 

asked Jesus about His disciples and 

His teaching.  20  Jesus answered him, 

“I spoke openly to the world.  I always 

taught in synagogues and in the temple, 

where the Jews always meet, and in 

secret I have said nothing.  21  Why 

do you ask Me?  Ask those who have 

heard Me what I said to them.  Indeed 

they know what I said.”  22 

And when He had said these things, 

one of the officers who stood by struck 

Jesus with the palm of his hand, saying, 

“Do You answer the high priest like 

that?”  23 

Jesus answered him, 

“If I have spoken evil, 

 bear witness of the evil; but 

if well, why do you strike Me?”  24 

Then Annas sent Him bound [from the 

courtyard (v15) on in] to [the house

Second Trial: Before Caiaphas, at 

Night in the House of Caiaphas 

57,54,54a ¶  Having arrested Him, those who 

had laid hold of Jesus led Him away 

and brought Him into the high priest’s 

house, to Caiaphas the high priest; 

and with him, all the chief priests, the 

scribes, and the elders, were assembled.  

58a,54a,54b  But Peter followed Him at a 

distance, right into the courtyard of the 

high priest.  And he went in.  58b,54b,55  
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Now when they had kindled a fire in 

the midst of the courtyard and sat down 

together, Peter sat [later he stands] 

among them, with the servants to see 

the end, and warmed himself at the fire. 

[Luke 22:56-62] 

 

59,55a, –  Now the chief priests, the elders, 

and all the council sought false testi-

mony against Jesus to put Him to death,  

60a,55b, –  but found none.  Even though 

many false witnesses came forward, 

they found none.  –,56,–  For many bore 

false witness against Him, but their 

testimonies did not agree.  60b,57,–  But  

then, at last, two false witnesses rose 

up, came forward, and bore false wit-

ness against Him,  61,–,–  and said,  [1] 

“This fellow said,  [1] 

‘I am able to destroy the temple of God 

and to build it in three [3] days.’” 

[and] saying,  [2]  –,58,– 

“We heard Him say,  [2] 

‘I will destroy this temple made with 

hands, and within three [3] days I will 

build another made without hands.’”  
–,59,– 

But not even then did their testimony 

agree.  62,60,–  And the high priest arose, 

stood up in the midst, and asked Jesus, 

saying, 

“Do You answer nothing?  What is it 

these men testify against You?”  63,61,– 

But Jesus kept silent and answered 

nothing.  Again the high priest asked 

Him, saying to Him, 

“I put You under oath by 

 the living God: 

Tell us:  are You 

 the Christ, 

 the Son of God, 

 the Son of the Blessed?” 

64,62,–  Jesus said to him [avowing His 

deity, thus sealing His fate], 

“It is as you said.  I am [He]. 

Nevertheless, I say to you:

Look, now   65b,64a,– 

you have heard His blasphemy! 66,64b,– 

What do you think?” 

And they all condemned Him to be 

deserving of death.  [Indeed,]  They 

answered and said, 

“He is deserving of death.”  67a,65a,63 

Now the men who held Jesus mocked 

Him.  Then they began to spit in His face 

and to blindfold Him, and to beat Him.  

67b,65c,64  And having blindfolded Him, 

the officers struck Him on the face with 

the palms of their hands,  68,65b,64b  and 

asked Him, saying, 

“Prophesy to us, Christ! 

Who is the one who struck You?”  –,–,65 

And many other things they blasphe-

mously spoke against Him.

Peter Denies Jesus Three Times 

–,–,–,18  Now the servants and officers 

who had made a fire of coals stood 

there, for it was cold, and they warmed 

themselves.  And Peter stood with them 

and warmed himself.  69a,66a, –,–  Now 

as Peter sat outside, below in the court-

yard,  69b,66b,56a,17a  the servant girl of 

the high priest, who kept the door, came.  

69c,67,56b,17b  And seeing him as he sat by 

the fire warming himself, she looked 

intently at him and said to Peter, 

“You are not also one of this Man’s 

disciples, are you?  You also were with 

Jesus of Nazareth [in] Galilee!” 

[and to the others] 

“This man was also with Him”  70,68,57,17c 

But he denied it before them all, [and] 

denied Him, saying,  [1] 

“I am not. 

Woman, I neither know nor understand 

what you are saying. 

I do not know Him.” 

And he went out on the porch, and 

a rooster crowed.  71a,–,58a,25a 
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Now Simon Peter [again] stood and 

warmed himself.  And when, after a 

little while, he had gone out to the 

gateway, another [girl] saw him and 

said, 

“You also are of them.”  71b,–,– ,– 

and said to those who were there, 

“This fellow also was with Jesus of 

Nazareth.”  –,69,–,– 

And the [former] servant girl saw him 

again, and began to say to those who 

stood by, 

“This is one of them.”  –,–,–,25b 

Therefore they [men too] said to him, 

“You are not also one of His disciples, 

are you?”  72,70a,58b,25c 

But again Peter denied with an oath, [2] 

“Man, I am not! 

I do not know the Man!”  –,–,59, 26 

 

Then, after about an hour had passed, 

another, one of the servants of the 

high priest, a relative of him whose 

ear Peter [had] cut off, confidently 

affirmed, saying, 

“Surely this fellow also was with Him, 

for he is a Galilean.  Did I not see you 

in the garden with Him?”  73,70b,–,– 

And a little later those who stood by 

came up and said to Peter, 

“Surely you also are one of them, 

for you are a Galilean, 

and your speech shows it.”  –,–,60a,27a 

But Peter denied again and said, [3] 

“Man, I do not know 

what you are saying!”  74a,71,–,– 

Then he began to curse and swear, 

saying, 

“I do not know the Man of whom you 

speak!”  74b,72a,60b,27b 

 

Immediately, a second time, while he 

was still speaking, the rooster crowed.  

75a,72b,61, –  And the Lord turned and 

looked at Peter.  And Peter remembered 

the word of the Lord, Jesus, how He had 

said to him, [See Jesus’ Prediction] 

“Before the rooster crows twice 

you will deny Me three [3] times.” 

75b,72c,62, –  So when he thought about it, 

Peter went out and wept bitterly.

1,1,66  Immediately, as soon as it was 

morning, all the chief priests with the 

elders of the people, and scribes and 

the whole council, came together and 

held a consultation, plot[ting] against 

Jesus to put Him to death, and led Him 

into their council, saying,  –,–,67 

“If You are the Christ, tell us.” 

But He said to them, 

“If I tell you, you will by no means 

believe.  –,–,68  And if I also ask you, 

you will by no means answer Me or let 

Me go.  –,–,69  Hereafter [from now on] 

the Son of Man will sit on the right 

hand of the power of God.” –,–,70 

[After crucifixion & resurrection, He 

would be seated in power/authority: 

Da 7:13 – see Right Hand of Power.] 

Then they all said, 

“Are You then the Son of God?” 

So He said to them, 

“You rightly say that I am.”  –,–71 

[Jesus again avows His deity] 

And they said, 

“What further testimony do we need?  

For we have heard it ourselves from 

His own mouth.”  2,1b,23:1 

[No precedent for this conclusion in 

Jewish trails.] 

Then, when they had bound Jesus, 

the whole multitude of them arose 

and led Him away and delivered Him 

to Pontius Pilate the governor. 
 

Mt 27:3-10 || Acts 1:18b, 18a, 19 

Judas Hangs Himself in Remorse 

3,–  Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that 

He had been condemned, was remorseful 

and brought back the thirty [30] pieces 

of silver to the chief priests and elders,  

4,–  saying, 

“I have sinned by betraying innocent 

blood.” 

And they said, 

“What is that to us?  You see to it!”  5,–   

Then he threw down the pieces of silver 

in the temple and departed, and went 

and hanged himself,  6, 18b 

and falling headlong, he burst open in 

the middle and all his entrails gushed out. 

But the chief priests took the silver 

pieces and said, 

“It is not lawful to put them into the 

treasury, because they are the price 

of blood.”  7, – 

And they consulted together and bought 

with them the potter’s field, to bury 

strangers in.  [That is, they bought it 

from the potter.  In effect, they bought 

it in Judas’ name:]  –,18a  Now this man 

purchased a field with the wages of 

iniquity.  8,19  And it became known 
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to all those dwelling in Jerusalem.  

Therefore that field has been called in 

their own language, Akel Dama, that 

is, Field of Blood, to this day. 

 

9,–  Then was fulfilled what was spo-

ken by Jeremiah the prophet, saying, 

“And they took the thirty [30] pieces 

of silver, the value of Him who was 

priced, whom they of the children of 

Israel priced,  10  and gave them for the 

potter’s field, as YHWH directed me.” 

 [Not exactly a verbatim quote, and 

not in Jeremiah:] 

Zech. 11:12b-13  [Cf. Jer 32:6-9] 

So they weighed out for my wages 

thirty [30] pieces of silver.  13  And 

YHWH said to me, 

 “Throw it to the potter” 

–– that princely price they set on me.  

So I took the thirty [30] pieces of 

silver and threw them into the house 

of YHWH for the potter.

Fourth Trial: Before Pontius Pilate, 

Still Early Morning, in the Praetorium 

28 ¶  Then they led Jesus from Caiaphas 

to the Praetorium, and it was early morn-

ing [perhaps 5-6 AM?  Cf. Jn 19:14].  

But they themselves did not go into the 

Praetorium, lest they should be defiled, 

but that they might eat the Passover.  29   

[Meaning the rest of the Passover  

i.e., the week of Unleavened Bread] 

 

 [Jesus et al had already eaten] 

Pilate then went out to them and said, 

“What accusation do you bring against 

this Man?”  30 

They answered and said to him, 

“If He were not an evildoer, we would 

not have delivered Him up to you.” 

Luke 23:2  (six lines embedded here) 

And they began to accuse Him, saying, 

“We found this fellow perverting the 

nation, and forbidding to pay taxes 

to Caesar, saying that He Himself is 

Christ, a King.” 

31  Then Pilate said to them, 

“You take Him and judge Him 

according to your law.” 

Therefore the Jews said to him, 

“It is not lawful for us 

to put anyone to death”,  32 

that the saying of Jesus might be 

fulfilled that He spoke, signifying 

by what death He would die.  [Viz, 

by being “lifted up”: Jn 12:32-33]

nor.  And Pilate asked Him, saying,

So Jesus answered him and said to him, 

“It is as you say.”  12,3,– 

And while He was being accused of 

many things by the chief priests and 

elders, He answered nothing.  13,4,–  

Then Pilate said to Him, 

“Do You answer nothing?  See how 

many things they testify against You?” 

14,5,–  But Jesus answered him not one 

word, so that the governor marveled 

greatly. 

John 18:33-38 

33  Then Pilate entered the Praetorium 

again, called Jesus, and said to Him 

[again], 

“Are You the King of the Jews?”  34 

Jesus answered him, 

“Are you speaking for yourself about 

this, or did others tell you this concern-

ing Me?”  35 

Pilate answered, 

“Am I a Jew?  Your own nation and the 

chief priests have delivered You to me.  

What have You done?”  36 

Jesus answered, 

“My kingdom is not of this world.  If 

My kingdom were of this world, My 

servants would fight, so that I should 

not be delivered to the Jews; but now 

My kingdom is not from here.”  37 

Pilate therefore said to Him, 

“Are You a king then?” 

Jesus answered, 

“You say ____

 that I am a king.  [But] 

For this cause I was born, and 

for this cause I have come into the 

world:  that I should bear witness to 

the truth.  Everyone who is of the 

truth hears My voice.”  38 

Pilate said to Him, 

“What is truth?” 

And when he had said this, he went out

Luke 23:4-12 

4  Pilate said to the chief priests and the 

crowd,  [#1]

But they were the more fierce, saying, 

“He stirs up the people, 

teaching throughout all Judea, 

beginning from Galilee to this place.”

When Pilate heard of Galilee, he asked 

if the Man were a Galilean.

[Acquitted by two Roman courts, but 

he was too cowardly to let him go.]

Mt 27:15-30 || Mk 15:6-19 

|| Lu 23:17-25 || Jn 18:39-19:3 

15,6,17,–  Now at the feast the governor 

was accustomed –– it was necessary for 

him –– to releasing to the multitude one 

prisoner whomever they wished. 16,7a,–,–   

And at that time they had a notorious 

prisoner called Barabbas.  –,7b,19,40b Now 

Barabbas was a robber who had been 

thrown into prison, chained with his fel-

low rebels [possibly the two robbers?], 

for a certain rebellion made in the city, 

and they had committed murder in the 

rebellion.  Therefore, when they had 

gathered together, Pilate said to them,  
17a,–,39a,– 
 

“But you have a custom that I should 

release someone to you at the Passover.”  

[Roman perspective: “today” (Thurs-

day) was Passover, starting at the prior 

midnight.]  –,8,–,– 

Then the multitude, crying aloud, began 

to ask him to do just as he had always 

done for them.  –,9,–,39b  But Pilate 

answered them, saying, 

“Do you therefore want me to release 

to you the King of the Jews?  17b,–,–,–  

Whom do you want me to release to 

you?  Barabbas, or Jesus who is called 

Christ?”  18,10,–,– 

For he knew that the chief priests had 

handed Him over because of envy  19,–,–,–  

While he was sitting on the judgment 

seat, his wife sent to him, saying, 

“Have nothing to do with that just Man, 

for I have suffered many things today 

in a dream because of Him.”  20,11,–,– 

But the chief priests and elders stirred 

up the crowd [and] persuaded the mul-

titudes that they should ask for Barabbas 

and destroy Jesus, so that he should 

rather release Barabbas to them.  21,–,–,– 

The governor answered and said to them, 

“Which of the two do you want me to 

release to you?”  21b,–,18,40a 

And they all cried out at once, saying, 

“Not this Man, but Barabas. 

Away with this Man, and 

release to us Barabbas” ––  22a,12,20,– 

Pilate, therefore, wishing to release 

Jesus, again called out to them, 

“What then do you want me to do 

with Jesus whom you called Christ, 

the king of the Jews?”  22b,13,21,– 

So they all cried out again, shout[ing] 

to him, 

“Let Him be crucified! 

Crucify Him, crucify Him!”  23a,14a,22,– 

Then the governor, Pilate, said to them 

the third time, [#3] 

“Why?  What evil has He done?  I have 

found no reason for death in Him.  

I will therefore chastise Him and let 

Him go.”  23b,14b,23,– 

But they were insistent, demanding 

with loud voices that He be crucified, 

[and] cried out all the more, saying, 

“Let Him be crucified!  Crucify Him!” 

And the voices of these men and of the 

chief priests prevailed [mob rule!].  

24,–,–,–  When Pilate saw that he could 

not prevail at all, but rather that a tu-

mult was rising, he took water and 

washed his hands before the multi-

tude, saying, 

“I am innocent of the blood of this just 

Person.  You see to it.”  25,–,–,–  [#4] 

And all the people answered and said, 

“His blood be on us and on our children.” 

 

[Audio: S. G. Mt 27:27-44, Jn 19] 

Pilate Sentences Jesus to Crucifixion, 

But First, Scourging 

26a,15a,24,19:1a  So then Pilate, wanting to 

gratify the crowd, gave sentence that it 

should be as they requested.  26b,15b,25,–  

And he released Barabbas to them, the 

one they requested, who for rebellion 

and murder had been thrown into prison; 

but he delivered Jesus to their will.  

26c,15c,–,1b  And after he had scourged 

Jesus, he delivered Jesus to be crucified.

[Was the robe scarlet or purple?] 

29a,17b,–,2a  When the soldiers had twist-

ed a crown of thorns, they put it on His 

head, and a reed in His right hand.  

29b,18,– ,3a  And they began to salute Him, 

bowed the knee before Him, and mocked 

Him, saying, 

“Hail, King of the Jews!”  30,19,–,3b 

Then they spat on Him, and took the reed 

and struck Him on the head; and bow-

ing the knee, they “worshiped” Him.  

And they struck Him with their hands. 
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John 19:4-16a 

Pilate Tries Again to Release Him 

4  Pilate then went out again, and said to 

them, 

“Behold, I am bringing Him out to you, 

that you may know 

that I find no fault in Him.”  5 [#5] 

Then Jesus came out, wearing the crown 

of thorns and the purple robe.  And 

Pilate said to them, 

“Behold the Man!”  6 

Therefore, when the chief priests and 

officers saw Him, they cried out, saying, 

“Crucify Him, crucify Him!” 

Pilate said to them, 

“You take Him and crucify Him, 

for I find no fault in Him.”  7 [#6] 

The Jews answered him, 

“We have a law, and according to our 

law He ought to die, because He made 

Himself [out to be] the Son of God.”

From then on Pilate sought [all the more]

When Pilate therefore heard that saying, 

he brought Jesus out [of the Praetori- 

um: v9] and sat down in the judgment 

seat in a place that is called The Pave-

ment, but in Hebrew, Gabbatha.

Jewish Leaders Mock Him 

But even the rulers with them sneered.

42b,32a,35d,–  Let the Christ, now 

save Himself [and] descend from the

Even the robbers who were crucified 

with Him reviled Him with the same

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Jesus Provides a “Replacement Son” 

to Care for His Mother 

Now there stood by the cross of Jesus 

His mother, and [unnamed:] 

His mother’s sister, [2 more Marys:] 

Mary the wife of Clopas, and 

Mary Magdalene.  –,–,–,26 

[All but His mother apparently moved 

from the cross to some distance away; 

see below:  Mt 27:56 || Mk 15:40 || 

repeat Jn 19:25] 

When Jesus therefore saw His mother, 

and the disciple whom He loved [John] 

standing by, He said to His mother, 

 “Woman, behold your son!”  –,–,–,27  

Then He said to the disciple, 

“Behold your mother!”

council member [and] a good and just 

man who himself had also become a

He had not consented to their decision 

and deed.

And Nicodemus, who at first came to 

Jesus by night, also came, bringing a

[Slightly variation on Jones’ harmony: 

 Not parallel to Mk 16:14] 

the same day at [approaching] evening, 

being [still] the first day of the week, 

when the doors were shut where the 

disciples were assembled, for fear of 

the Jews, Jesus Himself came and stood 

in the midst of them, and said to them, 

“Peace to you.”  37,– 

But they were terrified and frightened, 

and supposed they had seen a spirit.  38,–  

And He said to them, 

“Why are you troubled?  And why 

do doubts arise in your hearts?  39,–  

Behold My hands and My feet, that it 

is I Myself.

Himself again to the disciples at the 

Sea of Tiberias, and in this way He

Simon Peter, 

Thomas called the Twin, 

Nathanael of Cana in Galilee, 

the sons of Zebedee 

 [James and the writer John], and 

two others of His disciples 

were together [7 in all]. 3 

Simon Peter said to them, 

“I am going fishing.” 

They said to him, 

“We are going with you also.” 

They went out and immediately got 

into the boat, and that night they caught 

nothing.  4  But when the morning had 

now come, Jesus stood on the shore;
